SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Federal Employees
Paid Parental Leave Act of 2003,

SEC. 2. PAID LEAVE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 6382 of title 5, United
States Code, is amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing:

“(£)(1) Of the 12 weeks of leave available to an em-
ployee under subsection (a)(1)(A) or (B) during any 12-

month period based on a birth or placement, up to one-
half of that time (as the employee may designate in con-
formance with applicable requirements under paragraph
(3)) shall be with pay.

“(2) Paid leave under this subsection shall be in addi-
tion to any annual or sick leave which the employee may
otherwise elect to use under subsection (d) as part of the
same 12-week period.

“(3) The Office shall preseribe any regulations nec-
essary to carry out this subsection, including the manner
in which an employee may designate any day or other pe-
riod that such employee wishes to have treated as a period
of paid leave under this subsection.”.

SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE.
The amendments made by this Act shall not be effec-
tive with respect to any birth or placement occurring be-

fore the end of the 6-month period beginning on the date
