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least 7 days following receipt by the li-
censee of the return receipt evidencing
delivery of the copy of the record to
such chief law enforcement officer, or
the return of the copy of the record to
him due to the refusal of such chief law
enforcement officer to accept same in
accordance with U.S. Postal Service
regulations. The original Form 4473,
and evidence of receipt or rejection of
delivery of the copy of the Form 4473
sent to the chief law enforcement offi-
cer shall be retained by the licensee as
a part of the records required of him to
be kept under the provisions of subpart
H of this part.

(c)(1) A licensed importer, licensed
manufacturer, or licensed dealer may
sell or deliver a rifle or shotgun, and a
licensed collector may sell or deliver a
rifle or shotgun that is a curio or relic
to a nonlicensed resident of a State
other than the State in which the li-
censee’s place of business is located if—

(i) The purchaser meets with the li-
censee in person at the licensee’s prem-
ises to accomplish the transfer, sale,
and delivery of the rifle or shotgun;

(ii) The licensed importer, licensed
manufacturer, or licensed dealer com-
plies with the provisions of § 178.102;

(iii) The purchaser furnishes to the
licensed importer, licensed manufac-
turer, or licensed dealer the firearms
transaction record, Form 4473, required
by § 178.124; and

(iv) The sale, delivery, and receipt of
the rifle or shotgun fully comply with
the legal conditions of sale in both
such States.

(2) For purposes of paragraph (c) of
this section, any licensed manufac-
turer, licensed importer, or licensed
dealer is presumed, in the absence of
evidence to the contrary, to have had
actual knowledge of the State laws and
published ordinances of both such
States.

§ 178.97 Loan or rental of firearms.

(a) A licensee may lend or rent a fire-
arm to any person for temporary use
off the premises of the licensee for law-
ful sporting purposes: Provided, That
the delivery of the firearm to such per-
son is not prohibited by § 178.99(b) or
§ 178.99(c), the licensee complies with
the requirements of § 178.102, and the li-
censee records such loan or rental in
the records required to be kept by him
under Subpart H of this part.

(b) A club, association, or similar or-
ganization temporarily furnishing fire-
arms (whether by loan, rental, or oth-
erwise) to participants in a skeet, trap,
target, or similar shooting activity for
use at the time and place such activity
is held does not, unattended by other
circumstances, cause such club, asso-
ciation, or similar organization to be
engaged in the business of a dealer in
firearms or as engaging in firearms
transactions. Therefore, licensing and
recordkeeping requirements contained
in this part pertaining to firearms
transactions would not apply to this
temporary furnishing of firearms for
use on premises on which such an ac-
tivity is conducted.

§ 178.98 Sales or deliveries of destruc-
tive devices and certain firearms.

The sale or delivery by a licensee of
any destructive device, machine gun,
short-barreled shotgun, or short-bar-
reled rifle, to any person other than
another licensee who is licensed under
this part to deal in such device or fire-
arm, is prohibited unless the person to
receive such device or firearm fur-
nishes to the licensee a sworn state-
ment setting forth

(a) The reasons why there is a rea-
sonable necessity for such person to
purchase or otherwise acquire the de-
vice or weapon; and

(b) That such person’s receipt or pos-
session of the device or weapon would
be consistent with public safety. Such
sworn statement shall be made on the
application to transfer and register the
firearm required by Part 179 of this
chapter. The sale or delivery of the de-
vice or weapon shall not be made until
the application for transfer is approved
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by the Director and returned to the li-
censee (transferor) as provided in Part
179 of this chapter.

§ 178.99 Certain prohibited sales or de-
liveries.

(a) Interstate sales or deliveries. A li-
censed importer, licensed manufac-
turer, licensed dealer, or licensed col-
lector shall not sell or deliver any fire-
arm to any person not licensed under
this part and who the licensee knows
or has reasonable cause to believe does
not reside in (or if a corporation or
other business entity, does not main-
tain a place of business in) the State in
which the licensee’s place of business
or activity is located: Provided, That
the foregoing provisions of this para-
graph (1) shall not apply to the sale or
delivery of a rifle or shotgun (curio or
relic, in the case of a licensed col-
lector) to a resident of a State other
than the State in which the licensee’s
place of business or collection premises
is located if the requirements of
§ 178.96(c) are fully met, and (2) shall
not apply to the loan or rental of a
firearm to any person for temporary
use for lawful sporting purposes (see
§ 178.97).

(b) Sales or deliveries to underaged per-
sons. A licensed importer, licensed
manufacturer, licensed dealer, or li-
censed collector shall not sell or de-
liver (1) any firearm or ammunition to
any individual who the importer, man-
ufacturer, dealer, or collector knows or
has reasonable cause to believe is less
than 18 years of age, and, if the fire-
arm, or ammunition, is other than a
shotgun or rifle, or ammunition for a
shotgun or rifle, to any individual who
the importer, manufacturer, dealer, or
collector knows or has reasonable
cause to believe is less than 21 years of
age, or (2) any firearm to any person in
any State where the purchase or pos-
session by such person of such firearm
would be in violation of any State law
or any published ordinance applicable
at the place of sale, delivery, or other
disposition, unless the importer, manu-
facturer, dealer, or collector knows or
has reasonable cause to believe that
the purchase or possession would not
be in violation of such State law or
such published ordinance.

(c) Sales or deliveries to prohibited cat-
egories of persons. A licensed manufac-
turer, licensed importer, licensed deal-
er, or licensed collector shall not sell
or otherwise dispose of any firearm or
ammunition to any person knowing or
having reasonable cause to believe that
such person:

(1) Is, except as provided by § 178.143,
under indictment for, or, except as pro-
vided by § 178.144, has been convicted in
any court of a crime punishable by im-
prisonment for a term exceeding 1
year;

(2) Is a fugitive from justice;
(3) Is an unlawful user of or addicted

to any controlled substance (as defined
in section 102 of the Controlled Sub-
stance Act, 21 U.S.C. 802);

(4) Has been adjudicated as a mental
defective or has been committed to any
mental institution;

(5) Is an alien illegally or unlawfully
in the United States;

(6) Has been discharged from the
Armed Forces under dishonorable con-
ditions;

(7) Who, having been a citizen of the
United States, has renounced citizen-
ship;

(8) Is subject to a court order that re-
strains such person from harassing,
stalking, or threatening an intimate
partner of such person or child of such
intimate partner or person, or engag-
ing in other conduct that would place
an intimate partner in reasonable fear
of bodily injury to the partner or child,
except that this paragraph shall only
apply to a court order that—

(i) Was issued after a hearing of
which such person received actual no-
tice, and at which such person had the
opportunity to participate; and

(ii)(A) Includes a finding that such
person represents a credible threat to
the physical safety of such intimate
partner or child; or

(B) By its terms explicitly prohibits
the use, attempted use, or threatened
use of physical force against such inti-
mate partner or child that would rea-
sonably be expected to cause bodily in-
jury, or

(9) Has been convicted of a mis-
demeanor crime of domestic violence.

(d) Manufacture, importation, and sale
of armor piercing ammunition by licensed
importers and licensed manufacturers. A
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
