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the data in such format will be usable
by EPA.

(b) Upon approval by the Adminis-
trator of the reporting system, the
manufacturer or remanufacturer may
use such system until otherwise noti-
fied by the Administrator.

§92.406 Reports filing: record reten-
tion.

(a) The reports required by §§92.403
and 92.404 shall be sent to: Group Man-
ager, Engine Compliance Programs
Group, Engine Programs and Compli-
ance Division, U.S. Environmental Pro-
tection Agency, 6403-J, 1200 Pennsyl-
vania Ave., NW., Washington, DC 20460.

(b) The information gathered by the
manufacturer or remanufacturer to
compile the reports required by §§92.403
and 92.404 shall be retained for not less
than 8 years from the date of the man-
ufacture of the locomotives or loco-
motive engines and shall be made
available to duly authorized officials of
the EPA upon request.

EFFECTIVE DATE NOTE: At 63 FR 19059, Apr.
16, 1998, §92.406 was added. This section con-
tains information collection and record-
keeping requirements and will not become
effective until approval has been given by
the Office of Management and Budget.

§92.407 Responsibility under other
legal provisions preserved.

The filing of any report under the
provisions of this subpart shall not af-
fect a manufacturer’s or a remanufac-
turer’s responsibility to file reports or
applications, obtain approval, or give
notice under any provision of law.

§92.408 Disclaimer of production war-
ranty applicability.

(a) The act of filing an Emission De-
fect Information Report pursuant to
§92.403 is inconclusive as to the exist-
ence of a defect subject to the war-
ranty provided by section 207(a) of the
Act.

(b) A manufacturer or remanufac-
turer may include on each page of its
Emission Defect Information Report a
disclaimer stating that the filing of a
Defect Information Report pursuant to
these regulations is not conclusive as
to the applicability of the Production
Warranty provided by section 207(a) of
the Act.

§92.503

Subpart F—Manufacturer and Re-
manufacturer Production Line
Testing and Audit Programs

§92.501 Applicability.

The requirements of this subpart are
applicable to manufacturers and re-
manufacturers of locomotives and loco-
motive engines subject to the provi-
sions of subpart A of this part, except
as follows:

(a) The requirements of §§92.503,
92.505, 92.506, 92.507, 92.508, and 92.510
only apply to manufacturers of freshly
manufactured locomotives or loco-
motive engines (including those used
for repowering). The Administrator
may also apply these requirements to
remanufacturers of any locomotives or
locomotive engines for which there is
reason to believe production problems
exist that could affect emissions per-
formance. EPA will notify such re-
manufacturers when it makes a deter-
mination that production problems
may exist that could affect emissions
performance, and the requirements of
these sections shall apply as specified
in the notice.

(b) The requirements of §92.511 only
apply to remanufacturers of loco-
motives and locomotive engines.

§92.502 Definitions.

The definitions in subpart A of this
part apply to this subpart.

§92.503 General Requirements.

(a) Manufacturers (and remanufac-
turers, where applicable) shall test pro-
duction line locomotives or locomotive
engines using the test procedures speci-
fied in §92.506. The Administrator may
require manufacturers and remanufac-
turers to conduct production line test-
ing on locomotives. If the Adminis-
trator determines that locomotive
testing is required, he/she shall notify
the manufacturer or remanufacturer,
and shall specify in such notice the
time period in which the manufacturer
or remanufacturer shall complete such
testing.

(b) Remanufacturers of locomotives
and locomotive engines shall conduct
audits pursuant to the requirements of
§92.511 to ensure that remanufactured
locomotives and locomotive engines
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
