Subpart D—Regulations Governing
Compliance Extensions for
Early Reductions of Hazardous
Air Pollutants

§63.70 Applicability.

The provisions of this subpart apply
to an owner or operator of an existing
source who wishes to obtain a compli-
ance extension from a standard issued
under section 112(d) of the Act. The
provisions of this subpart also apply to
a State or local agency acting pursuant
to a permit program approved under
title V of the Act. The Administrator
will carry out the provisions of this
subpart for any State that does not
have an approved permit program.

§63.71 Definitions.

All terms used in this subpart not de-
fined in this section are given the same
meaning as in the Act.

Act means the Clean Air Act as
amended.

Actual emissions means the actual
rate of emissions of a pollutant, but
does not include excess emissions from
a malfunction, or startups and shut-
downs associated with a malfunction.
Actual emissions shall be calculated
using the source’s actual operating
rates, and types of materials processed,
stored, or combusted during the se-
lected time period.
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
