§270.43 Termination of permits.

(a) The following are causes for ter-
minating a permit during its term, or
for denying a permit renewal applica-
tion:

(1) Noncompliance by the permittee
with any condition of the permit;

(2) The permittee’s failure in the ap-
plication or during the permit issuance
process to disclose fully all relevant
facts, or the permittee’s misrepresenta-
tion of any relevant facts at any time;
or

(3) A determination that the per-
mitted activity endangers human
health or the environment and can
only be regulated to acceptable levels
by permit modification or termination.

(b) The Director shall follow the ap-
plicable procedures in part 124 or part
22, as appropriate or State procedures
in terminating any permit under this
section.

Subpart E—Expiration and
Continuation of Permits

§270.50 Duration of permits.

(a) RCRA permits shall be effective
for a fixed term not to exceed 10 years.

(b) Except as provided in §270.51, the
term of a permit shall not be extended
by modification beyond the maximum
duration specified in this section.

(c) The Director may issue any per-
mit for a duration that is less than the
full allowable term under this section.

(d) Each permit for a land disposal fa-
cility shall be reviewed by the Director
five years after the date of permit
issuance or reissuance and shall be
modified as necessary, as provided in
§270.41.

§270.51 Continuation of expiring per-
mits.

(a) EPA permits. When EPA is the per-
mit-issuing authority, the conditions
of an expired permit continue in force
under 5 U.S.C. 558(c) until the effective
date of a new permit (see §124.15) if:
