§ 1309.5 Eligibility—Major Renova-
tions. 

Before submitting an application 
under § 1309.10, the grantee must estab-
lish that: 

(a) The Head Start program serves an 
Indian Tribe, or is located in a rural or 
other low-income community; and 

(b) There is a lack of suitable facili-
ties (including public school facilities) 
in the grantee’s service area which will 
inhibit or prevent the operation of the 
program, as demonstrated by a state-
ment that neither the grantee’s cur-
rent facility nor any facility available 
for lease or purchase in the service 
area is suitable or could be made suit-
able without major renovation. This 
statement must explain the factors 
considered, how it was determined that 
there is a lack of suitable facilities and 
be supported, whenever possible, by 
written statement from a licensed real 
estate professional in the grantee’s 
service area.

Subpart B—Application 
Procedures 

§ 1309.10 Applications for the pur-
chase, construction and major ren-
ovation of facilities. 

A grantee which proposes to use 
grant funds to purchase a facility, or a 
grantee found eligible under § 1309.4 to 
apply for funds to construct a facility, 
or § 1309.5 to undertake major renova-
tion of a facility, including facilities 
purchased for that purpose, must sub-
mit a written application to the re-
sponsible HHS official. The application 
must include the following informa-
tion: 

(a) A legal description of the site of 
the facility, and an explanation of the 
appropriateness of the location to the 
grantee’s service area, including a 
statement of the effect that acquisition 
or major renovation of the facility has 
had or will have on the transportation 
of children to the program, on the 
grantee’s ability to collaborate with 
other child care, early education pro-
grams, social services and health pro-
viders, and on all other program activi-
ties and services. 

(b) Plans and specifications of the fa-
cility to be acquired, including infor-
mation on the size and type of struc-
ture, the number and a description of 
the rooms, and the lot on which the 
building is located or will be located 
(including the space available for a 
playground and for parking). If inci-
dental alterations and renovations or 
major renovations are being proposed 
to make a facility suitable to carry out 
the Head Start program, a description 
of the renovations, and the plans and 
specifications submitted, must also de-
scribe the facility as it will be after 
renovations are complete. In the case 
of a proposed major renovation or con-
struction project, the applicant must 
submit a written estimate of all costs 
associated with the project. An archi-
tect or engineer must prepare the writ-
ten estimate. 

(c) The cost comparison described in 
§ 1309.11. 

(d) The intended use of the facility 
proposed for acquisition or major ren-
ovation, including information showing 
the percentage of floor space that will 
be used as a Head Start center or a di-
rect support facility for a Head Start 
program. As provided under section 
644(f)(2)(D) of the Act, in the case of a 
request regarding funding for the con-
tinuing purchase of a facility, the ap-
plication must include information 
demonstrating that the facility will be 
used principally as a Head Start cen-
ter, or a direct support facility for a 
Head Start program. 

(e) An assurance that the facility 
complies (or will comply when con-
structed or after completion of the ren-
ovations described in paragraph (b) of 
this section) with local licensing and 
code requirements, the access require-
ments of the Americans with Disabil-
ities Act (ADA), if applicable, and sec-
tion 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 
1973. The grantee will also assure that 
it has met the requirements of the 
Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973, 
if applicable. 

(f) If the grantee proposing to pur-
chase a facility without undertaking 
major renovations is claiming that the 
lack of alternative facilities will pre-
vent or would have prevented operation 
of the program, a statement of how it 
was determined that there is or was a
