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(v) The specific purpose of importa-
tion, including final recipient informa-
tion if different from the importer; and

(vi) Certification of origin.

(2)(i) If the appropriate ATF officer
approves the application, such ap-
proved application will serve as the
permit to import the defense article
described therein, and importation of
such defense article may continue to be
made by the licensed/registered im-
porter (if applicable) under the ap-
proved application (permit) during the
period specified thereon. The appro-
priate ATF officer will furnish the ap-
proved application (permit) to the ap-
plicant and retain two copies thereof
for administrative use.

(ii) If the Director disapproves the
application, the licensed/registered im-
porter (if applicable) will be notified of
the basis for the disapproval.

(b) For additional requirements re-
lating to the importation of plastic ex-
plosives into the United States on or
after April 24, 1997, see §555.183 of this
title.

§447.43 Terms of permit.

(a) Import permits issued under this
subpart are valid for one year from
their issuance date unless a different
period of validity is stated thereon.
They are not transferable.

(b) If shipment cannot be completed
during the period of validity of the per-
mit, another application must be sub-
mitted for permit to cover the
unshipped balance. Such an application
shall make reference to the previous
permit and may include materials in
addition to the unshipped balance.

(¢c) No amendments or alteration of a
permit may be made, except by the ap-
propriate ATF officer.

§447.44 Permit denial, revocation or
suspension.

(a) Import permits under this subpart
may be denied, revoked, suspended or
revised without prior notice whenever
the appropriate ATF officer finds the
proposed importation to be incon-
sistent with the purpose or in violation
of section 38, Arms Export Control Act
of 1976 or the regulations in this part.

(b) Whenever, after appropriate con-
sideration, a permit application is de-
nied or an outstanding permit is re-
voked, suspended, or revised, the appli-
cant or permittee shall be promptly ad-
vised in writing of the appropriate ATF
officer’s decision and the reasons there-
for.

(c) Upon written request made within
30 days after receipt of an adverse deci-
sion, the applicant or permittee shall
be accorded an opportunity to present
additional information and to have a
full review of his case by the appro-
priate ATF officer.

(d) Unused, expired, suspended, or re-
voked permits must be returned imme-
diately to the appropriate ATF officer.

§447.45 Importation.

(a) Articles subject to the import per-
mit procedures of this subpart im-
ported into the United States may be
released from Customs custody to the
person authorized to import same upon
his showing that he has a permit for
the importation of the article or arti-
cles to be released. For articles in Cat-
egories I and III imported by a reg-
istered importer, the importer will also
submit to Customs a copy of the export
license authorizing the export of the
article or articles from the exporting
country. If the exporting country does
not require issuance of an export li-
cense, the importer must submit a cer-
tification, under penalty of perjury, to
that effect.

(1) In obtaining the release from Cus-
toms custody of an article imported
pursuant to a permit, the permit hold-
er will prepare and file Form 6A ac-
cording to its instructions.

(2) The ATF Form 6A must contain
the information requested on the form,
including:
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
