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work maturity skills, general employ-
ment competencies, and occupational 
specific skills. 

(2) In those cases where the OJT par-
ticipant is a school dropout, the partic-
ipant shall participate in an education 
program in accordance with paragraph 
(b) of this section. 

(k) Counseling and supportive serv-
ices provided under this subpart may 
be provided to a participant for a pe-
riod of up to 1 year after the date on 
which the participant completes the 
program. These include the full array 
of supportive services described in sec-
tion 4(24) of the Act except for finan-
cial assistance. 

(l) Year-round operations. Programs 
for youth under this subpart shall: 

(1) Provide for a year-round edu-
cation and training program that is co-
ordinated with the appropriate local 
educational agencies, service providers, 
and other programs; and 

(2) As appropriate, ensure services for 
youth are available on a multiyear 
basis, consistent with the determined 
needs and goals of the youth served. 

(3) The year-round program delivery 
requirement of this paragraph does not 
prohibit schools on a 9-month oper-
ations schedule from providing services 
for programs under this part. 
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
