Ordered, That the Speaker at any
time may declare the House resolved
into the Committee of the Whole House
on the state of the Union for the con-
sideration of the bill (H.R. 729) to con-
trol crime by a more effective death
penalty, and that the first reading of
the bill be dispensed with.

“Evidence which is obtained as a result of
search or seizure shall not be excluded in a
proceeding in a court of the United States on
the ground that the search or seizure was in
violation of the Fourth Amendment to the
Constitution of the United States, if the
search or seizure was carried out in objec-
tively reasonable reliance—

““(1) on a warrant issued by a detached and
neutral magistrate or other judicial officer
ultimately found to be invalid, unless—

““(A) the judicial officer in issuing the war-
rant was materially misled by information
in an affidavit that the affiant knew was
false or would have known was false except
for his reckless disregard of the truth;

““(B) the judicial officer provided approval
of the warrant without exercising a neutral
and detached review of the application for
the warrant;

““(C) the warrant was based on an affidavit
so lacking in indicia of probable cause as to
render official belief in its existence entirely
unreasonable; or

“(D) the warrant is so facially deficient
that the executing officers could not reason-
ably presume it to be valid; or

““(2) on the constitutionality of a statute
subsequently found to constitutionally in-
valid.”
