SEC. 2. BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM.

(@) IN GENERAL.—Title | of the Violent
Crime Control and Law Enforcement Act of
1994 is amended to read as follows:

“TITLE I—LAW ENFORCEMENT BLOCK

GRANTS
“SEC. 101. PAYMENTS TO LOCAL GOVERNMENTS.

““(a) PAYMENT AND USE.—

“(1) PAYMENT.—The Director of the Bu-
reau of Justice Assistance shall pay to each
unit of local government which qualifies for
a payment under this title an amount equal
to the sum of any amounts allocated to such
unit under this title for each payment pe-
riod. The Director shall pay such amount
from amounts appropriated to carry out this
title.

“(2) Use.—Amounts paid to a unit of
local government under this section shall be
used by the unit for reducing crime and im-
proving public safety, including but not lim-
ited to, 1 or more of the following purposes:

“(A)(1) Hiring, training, and employing
on a continuing basis new, additional law en-
forcement officers and necessary support
personnel.

“(if) Paying overtime to presently em-
ployed law enforcement officers and nec-
essary support personnel for the purpose of
increasing the number of hours worked by
such personnel.

“(iii) Procuring equipment, technology,
and other material directly related to basic
law enforcement functions.

““(B) Enhancing security measures—

(i) in and around schools; and

“(ii) in and around any other facility or
location which is considered by the unit of
local government to have a special risk for
incidents of crime.

““(C) Establishing crime prevention pro-
grams that may, though not exclusively, in-
volve law enforcement officials and that are
intended to discourage, disrupt, or interfere
with the commission of criminal activity, in-
cluding neighborhood watch and citizen pa-
trol programs, sexual assault and domestic
violence programs, and programs intended to
prevent juvenile crime.

‘(D) Establishing or supporting drug
courts.

““(E) Establishing early intervention and
prevention programs for juveniles to reduce
or eliminate crime.

““(F) Enhancing the adjudication process
of cases involving violent offenders, includ-
ing the adjudication process of cases involv-
ing violent juvenile offenders.

“(G) Enhancing programs under subpart
1 of part E of the Omnibus Crime Control and
Safe Streets Act of 1968.
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
