of the Holocaust. Physical preparations for
the conduct of the ceremony shall be carried
out in accordance with such conditions as
may be prescribed by the Architect of the
Capitol.

When said concurrent resolution was
considered.

Mr. THOMAS submitted the fol-
lowing amendment in the nature of a
substitute which was agreed to:

Strike out all after the resolving clause
and insert: That the rotunda of the Capitol is
authorized to be used from 8 o’clock ante
meridian until 3 o’clock post meridian on
April 27, 1995, for ceremonies as part of the
commemoration of the days of remembrance
of victims of the Holocaust. Physical prep-
arations for the ceremonies shall be carried
out in accordance with such conditions as
the Architect of the Capitol may prescribe.
