The
amount of fees awarded under this sub-
section shall be based upon prevailing mar-
ket rates for the kind and quality of services
furnished.

“(B) The term ‘substantially justified’
shall have the same meaning as in section
2412(d)(1) of title 28, United States Code.”’.

After general
debate the bill shall be considered for
amendment under the five-minute rule for a
period not to exceed eight hours. The bill
shall be considered as read. During consider-
ation of the bill for amendment, the Chair-
man of the Committee of the Whole may ac-
cord priority in recognition on the basis of
whether the Member offering an amendment
has caused it to be printed in the portion of
the Congressional Record designated for that
purpose in clause 6 of rule XXIIl.
