To preserve the historical character and land-
scape of the main features of the historical 
park, the Secretary may acquire up to 10 acres 
for the development of visitor, administrative, 
museum, curatorial, and maintenance facilities 
adjacent to or in the general proximity of the 
property depicted on the map identified in sub-
section (b)(1)(A) 1 of this section. 

(d) Map 

The map of the historical park shall be on file 
and available for public inspection in the appro-
priate offices of the National Park Service.

§ 410eee–3. Administration 

(a) In general 

The park shall be administered by the Sec-
retary in accordance with this section and the 
provisions of law generally applicable to units of 
the National Park System, including sections 1, 
2, 3, 4, and 461 to 467 of this title. 

(b) Cooperative agreements 

(1) The Secretary may consult and enter into 
cooperative agreements with interested entities 
and individuals to provide for the preservation, 
development, interpretation, and use of the 
park. 

(2) Any payment made by the Secretary pursu-
ant to a cooperative agreement under this para-
graph shall be subject to an agreement that con-
version, use, or disposal of the project so as-
sisted for purposes contrary to the purposes of 
this subchapter, as determined by the Secretary, 
shall result in a right of the United States to re-
imbursement of all funds made available to such 
a project or the proportion of the increased 
value of the project attributable to such funds 
as determined at the time of such conversion, 
use, or disposal, whichever is greater. 

(c) Acquisition of real property 

For the purposes of the park, the Secretary is 
authorized to acquire real property with appro-
priated or donated funds, by donation, or by ex-
change, within the boundaries of the park.

(e) References to historic site 

Any reference in any law (other than this sub-
chapter), regulation, document, record, map, or 
other paper of the United States to the Adams 
National Historic Site shall be considered to be 
a reference to the historical park.

SUBCHAPTER LIX–DD—BLACK CANYON OF 
THE GUNNISON NATIONAL PARK AND 
GUNNISON GORGE NATIONAL CONSERVA-
TION AREA 

§ 410fff. Findings 

Congress finds that— 
(1) Black Canyon of the Gunnison National 

Monument was established for the preserva-
tion of its spectacular gorges and additional 
features of scenic, scientific, and educational 
interest; 

(2) the Black Canyon of the Gunnison and 
adjacent upland include a variety of unique 
ecological, geological, scenic, historical, and 
wildlife components enhanced by the serenity 
and rural western setting of the area; 

(3) the Black Canyon of the Gunnison and 
adjacent land provide extensive opportunities 
for educational and recreational activities, 
and are publicly used for hiking, camping, and 
fishing, and for wilderness value, including 
solitude; 

(4) adjacent public land downstream of the 
Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Monu-
ment has wilderness value and offers unique 
geological, paleontological, scientific, edu-
cational, and recreational resources; 

(5) public land adjacent to the Black Canyon 
of the Gunnison National Monument contrib-
utes to the protection of the wildlife, 
viewshed, and scenic qualities of the Black 
Canyon; 

(6) some private land adjacent to the Black 
Canyon of the Gunnison National Monument 
has exceptional natural and scenic value that 
would be threatened by future development 
pressures; 

(7) the benefits of designating public and pri-
vate land surrounding the national monument 
as a national park include greater long-term 
protection of the resources and expanded visi-
tor use opportunities; and 

(8) land in and adjacent to the Black Canyon 
of the Gunnison Gorge is— 

(A) recognized for offering exceptional 
multiple use opportunities; 

(B) recognized for offering natural, cul-
tural, scenic, wilderness, and recreational 
resources; and 

(C) worthy of additional protection as a 
national conservation area, and with respect 
to the Gunnison Gorge itself, as a compo-
nent of the national wilderness system.
