§590b. Lands on which preventive measures may

§590c. Conditions under which benefits of law
extended to nongovernment controlled lands

As a condition to the extending of any benefits

§590d. Cooperation of governmental agencies; of-
ficers and employees, appointment and com-
pensation; expenditures for personal services
and supplies

For the purposes of this chapter, the Secretary
of Agriculture may—

(1) Secure the cooperation of any govern-
mental agency;

(2) Subject to the provisions of the civil-serv-
ice laws and chapter 51 and subchapter III of
chapter 53 of title 5, appoint and fix compensa-
tion of such officers and employees as he may
deem necessary, except for a period not to ex-
ceed eight months from April 27, 1935, the Sec-
