The U.S. Government Publishing Office (GPO) is an office in the legislative branch of the United States 
Government.  Accordingly, the Federal Acquisition Regulation is inapplicable to this, and all GPO 
procurements.  However, the text of certain provisions of the Federal Acquisition Regulation as contained in the 
Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), are referenced in this solicitation.  The offeror should note that only those 
provisions of the Federal Acquisition Regulation which are specifically incorporated by reference into this 
solicitation, are applicable. 
 
QUALITY ASSURANCE LEVELS AND STANDARDS:  The following levels and standards shall apply to 
these specifications:

Specified Standards:  The specified standards for the attributes requiring them shall be:

 P-10. Process Color Match Furnished File 
 
OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF CONTRACT:  The Government has the option to extend the term 
of this contract for a period of 12 months by written notice to the contractor not later than 30 days before the 
contract expires.  If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include 
this clause, except, the total duration of the contract may not exceed 5 years (February 28, 2022) as a result of, 
and including, any extension(s) added under this clause.  Further extension may be negotiated under the 
“Extension of Term of Contract” clause.  See also “Economic Price Adjustment” clause for authorized pricing 
adjustment(s). 
 
EXTENSION OF TERM OF CONTRACT:  At the request of the Government, the term of any contract 
resulting from this solicitation may be extended for such period of time as may be mutually agreeable to the 
GPO and the contractor. 
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ECONOMIC PRICE ADJUSTMENT: The pricing under this contract shall be adjusted in accordance with 
this clause, provided that in no event will any pricing adjustment be made that would exceed the maximum 
permissible under any law in effect at the time of the adjustment.  There will be no adjustment for orders placed 
during the first period specified below.  Pricing will thereafter be eligible for adjustment during the second and 
any succeeding performance period(s).  For each performance period after the first, a percentage figure will be 
calculated as described below and that figure will be the economic price adjustment for that entire next period.  
Pricing adjustments under this clause are not applicable to reimbursable postage or transportation costs, or to 
paper, if paper prices are subject to adjustment by separate clause elsewhere in this contract. 
 
For the purpose of this clause, performance under this contract will be divided into successive periods.  The first 
period will extend from March 1, 2017 through February 28, 2018, and the second and any succeeding 
period(s) will extend for 12 months from the end of the last preceding period, except that the length of the final 
period may vary.  The first day of the second and any succeeding period(s) will be the effective date of the 
economic price adjustment for that period. 
 
Pricing adjustments in accordance with this clause will be based on changes in the seasonally adjusted 
“Consumer Price Index For All Urban Consumers – Commodities Less Food” (Index) published monthly in the 
CPI Detailed Report by the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics. 
 
The economic price adjustment will be the percentage difference between Index averages as specified in this 
paragraph.  An index called the variable index will be calculated by averaging the monthly Indexes from the 12-
month interval ending three (3) months prior to the beginning of the period being considered for adjustment.  
This average is then compared to the average of the monthly Indexes for the 12-month interval ending 
November 30, 2016, called the base index.  The percentage change (plus or minus) of the variable index from 
the base index will be the economic price adjustment for the period being considered for adjustment. 
 
The Government will notify the contractor by contract modification specifying the percentage increase or 
decrease to be applied to invoices for orders placed during the period indicated.  The contractor shall apply the 
percentage increase or decrease against the total price of the invoice less reimbursable postage or transportation 
costs and separately adjusted paper prices.  Payment discounts shall be applied after the invoice price is 
adjusted. 
 
If the Government exercises an option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this economic price 
adjustment clause. 
 
ASSIGNMENT OF JACKETS, PURCHASE AND PRINT ORDERS:  A GPO jacket number will be 
assigned and a purchase order issued to the contractor to cover work performed.  The purchase order may be 
supplemented by an individual “Print Order” for each job placed with the contractor.  The print order, when 
issued, will indicate the quantity to be produced and any other information pertinent to the particular order. 
 
PRE-AWARD SURVEY:  In order to determine the responsibility of the prime contractor or any 
subcontractor, the Government reserves the right to conduct an on-site pre-award survey at the 
contractor’s/subcontractors’ facility or to require other evidence of technical, production, managerial, financial, 
and similar abilities to perform, prior to the award of a contract. 
 
POST-AWARD TELEPHONE CONFERENCE:  Unless waived by the Government, telephone conference 
between contractor and agency is required.  The purpose of the conference will be to discuss and review all 
aspects of the contractor’s production plan and to establish coordination of all internal and external operations 
required to complete this contract.

ORDERING:  Items to be furnished under the contract shall be ordered by the issuance of print orders by the 
Government.  Orders may be issued under the contract from March 1, 2017 through February 28, 2018 plus 
for such additional period(s) as the contract is extended.  All print orders issued hereunder are subject to the 
terms and conditions of the contract.  The contract shall control in the event of conflict with any print order.  A 
print order shall be “issued” upon notification by the Government for purposes of the contract, when it is 
electronically transmitted or otherwise physically furnished to the contractor in conformance with the schedule. 
 
REQUIREMENTS:  This is a requirements contract for the items and for the period specified herein.  
Shipment/delivery of items or performance of work shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in 
accordance with the clause entitled “Ordering”.  The quantities of items specified herein are estimates only, and 
are not purchased hereby.  Except as may be otherwise provided in this contract, if the Government’s 
requirements for the items set forth herein do not result in orders in the amounts or quantities described as 
“estimated”, it shall not constitute the basis for an equitable price adjustment under this contract. 
 
Except as otherwise provided in this contract, the Government shall order from the contractor all the items set 
forth which are required to be purchased by the Government activity identified on page 1. 
 
The Government shall not be required to purchase from the contractor, requirements in excess of the limit on 
total orders under this contract, if any. 
 
Orders issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that time shall be completed 
by the contractor within the time specified in the order, and the rights and obligations of the contractor and the 
Government respecting those orders shall be governed by the terms of this contract to the same extent as if 
completed during the effective period of this contract. 
 
If shipment/delivery of any quantity of an item covered by the contract is required by reason of urgency prior to 
the earliest date that shipment/delivery may be specified under this contract, and if the contractor will not accept 
an order providing for the accelerated shipment/delivery, the Government may procure this requirement from 
another source. 
 
The Government may issue orders which provide for shipment/delivery to or performance at multiple 
destinations. 
 
Subject to any limitations elsewhere in this contract, the contractor shall furnish to the Government all items set 
forth herein which are called for by print orders issued in accordance with the “Ordering” clause of this 
contract.

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SECTION 2. – SPECIFICATIONS 

 
SCOPE:  These specifications cover the production of a saddle-stitched newsletter requiring such operations as 
electronic file transmission, proofs, printing in CMYK/full color and black, binding, affixing labels/addressing, 
packing, and delivery. 
 
TITLE:  Buckeye Flyer 
 
FREQUENCY OF ORDERS:  Approximately 12 orders per year (Monthly). 
 
QUANTITY:  Approximately 2,000 to 2,500 copies per order; usually 2,100. 
 
NUMBER OF PAGES: Newsletters:  8 pages 
 Inserts:  4 pages 
 
TRIM SIZE:  8-1/2 x 11 inches. 
 
GOVERNMENT TO FURNISH:  At Government’s option, files will be furnished via e-mail or contractor 
maintained FTP site.  Print file to be provided in PDF and distribution addresses to be provided in Excel. 
 
All fonts, custom letter spacing/kerning files are included.  The contractor is responsible for creating or altering 
any necessary trapping, setting proper screen angles and screen frequency, and defining file output selection for 
the imaging device being utilized. 
 
ELECTRONIC PREPRESS:  Immediately upon receipt and prior to image processing, the contractor shall 
perform a basic check (preflight) of the furnished media and publishing files to assure correct output of the 
required reproduction image.  Any errors, media damage, or data corruption that might interfere with proper file 
image processing must be reported to Columbus GPO Contracting Officer prior to further performance. 
 
The contractor shall create or alter any necessary trapping, set proper screen angles and screen frequency, and 
define file output selection for the imaging device being utilized.  Furnished files must be imaged as necessary 
to meet the assigned quality level. 
 
Upon completion of the order, the contractor must furnish final production native application files (digital 
deliverables) with the furnished material.  The digital deliverables must be an exact representation of the final 
printed product and shall be returned on the same type of storage media as was originally furnished. 
 
OTHER FORMS:

MARKINGS:  Identification markings such as register marks, ring folios, rubber stamped jacket numbers, 
commercial identification marks of any kind, etc., form number, and revision date, carried on copy or film, must 
not print on finished product.  NOTE:  DO NOT PRINT GPO IMPRINT LINE. 
 
CONTRACTOR TO FURNISH:  All materials and operations, other than those listed under “Government to 
Furnish,” necessary to produce the product(s) in accordance with these specifications. 
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REPRODUCIBLES:  The contractor must make all reproducibles required.  The contractor is responsible for 
determining what type reproducibles will be used but must maintain the quality level specified in the contract.  
No separate charges will be allowed for the various types of reproducibles that may be used. 
 
Further, the contractor is responsible for outputting all images contained on furnished material, regardless of the 
production process, at the highest effective resolution possible.  The contractor is responsible for determining 
the appropriate output resolution to achieve optimal results for such design elements as blends, gradients, 
halftones, type and other images.  This determination should be made using factors such as stock, imaging 
device (or press) being used, and other factors unique to the contractors production environment. 
 
PROOFS:  All orders require proofs.  Contractor to submit one “Press Quality” PDF “soft” proof (for content 
only) using the same Raster Image Processor (RIP) that will be used to produce the final printed product.  PDF 
proof will be evaluated for text flow, and image position.  The PDF proof shall not be used for color match but 
should reasonably predict color accuracy of the final printed product from the contractor generated “Color 
Proofs” used for color match on press.  Contractor must call the individual indicated on the print order to 
confirm receipt within 30 minutes of sending e-mail. 
 
If any contractor’s errors are serious enough in the opinion of the GPO to require revised proofs, the revised 
proofs are to be provided at no expense to the Government.  No extra time can be allowed for this reproofing; 
such operations must be accomplished within the original production schedule allotted in the specifications. 
 
Author’s alterations (refer to page 10 (item 16) of GPO Contract Terms) and revised proofs may be required.  
Author’s alterations and revised proofs will only be paid for when errors are caused by the Government and the 
Government deems it necessary to require revised proofs or make author’s alterations. 
 
The contractor must not print prior to receipt of an “Okay to Print”. 
 
STOCK/PAPER:  The specifications of all stock/paper furnished must be in accordance with those listed 
herein or listed for the corresponding JCP Code numbers in the “Government Paper Specification Standards 
No. 12” dated March 2011 available at http://www.gpo.gov/pdfs/customers/sfas/vol12/vol_12.pdf. 
 
Color of stock/paper furnished shall be of a uniform shade and a close match by visual inspection of the JCP 
and/or attached color sample(s).  The Contracting Officer reserves the right to reject shipments of any order 
printed on stock/paper the color of which, in his opinion, materially differs from that of the color sample(s).  All 
stock used in each copy must be of a uniform shade. 
 
Newsletter:  White No. 1 Coated Text, Gloss-Finish, basis size 25 x 38”, 100 lbs. per 500 sheets, equal to JCP 
Code A181.  Exception to Paper Specification Standards (March 2011, No. 12), under “Testing” – The 
acceptance criteria in Part 4 SHALL apply for opacity ONLY. 
 
Insert:  Colored Offset Book (anticipate blue), basis size 25 x 38”, 50 lbs. per 500 sheets, equal to JCP Code 
A63. 
 
PRINTING:  Each order will require printing of the newsletter and a 4-page insert. 
 
Newsletter:  Print head-to-head in CMYK/full color.  Reverse printing and screen percentages required 
throughout the publication. 
 
Insert:  Inside 4-page signature prints head-to-head in a black ink only. 
 
MARGINS: Follow margins as indicated on the individual print order or furnished copy.  No bleeds. 
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BINDING:  4-page insert to be inserted into center of newsletter prior to binding.  Fold, inset and saddle-wire 
stitch newsletter with two wire stitches and trim three sides.  Trim flush. 
 
PACKING:  Pack bulk copies in shipping containers furnished by the contractor.  Containers are not to exceed 
45 pounds when fully packed. 
 
LABELING AND MARKING:  Refer to Contract Terms and furnished Form 905. 
 
INSPECTION SAMPLES:  When indicated on the print order or otherwise requested, two samples shall be 
sent for inspection to the U.S. Government Publishing Office, Columbus Regional Office, 1335 Dublin Road, 
Suite 112B, Columbus, Ohio 43215-7034, Attn:  Inspection Samples. 
 
These samples cannot be deducted from the total quantity ordered.  The package or envelope containing the 
samples shall be identified by the GPO jacket number, program number, print order number, title, and include a 
facsimile of the print order on which they were ordered.  The contractor will comply with the shipping schedule 
regardless of this requirement and will be notified of the test results only if there are deficiencies. 
 
DEPARTMENTAL RANDOM COPIES (BLUE LABEL): 
 
 (a) Orders must be divided into 50 equal sublots.  A random copy must be selected from each sublot. 

Copies must not be chosen from the same general area in each sublot.  The contractor will be required 
to execute a statement furnished by GPO certifying that copies were selected as directed.  The random 
copies constitute a part of the total quantity ordered, and no additional charge will be allowed. 

 
 (b) These randomly selected copies must be packed separately and identified by a special Government-

furnished blue label, affixed to each affected container.  The container and its contents shall be recorded 
separately on all shipping documents and sent with the bulk shipment to the Wright-Patterson AFB 
address indicated under “Distribution.” 

 
 (c) A copy of the PRINT ORDER/SPECIFICATION and a signed Government-furnished certificate of 

selection, shall be included. 
 
 (d) A copy of the Government furnished certificate must accompany the voucher sent to GPO for payment.  

Failure to furnish the certificate may result in delay in processing voucher. 
 
DISTRIBUTION:  Deliver f.o.b destination as follows: 
 
SELF-MAILERS:  These copies are to be delivered AFTER bulk shipment copies are delivered to WPAFB, OH 
address provided below. 
 
Approximately 2,100 single copies (self-mailers) require the contractor to affix labels or, at contractor’s option, 
direct image addresses under permit imprint using the Government furnished mailing indicia, and deliver to the 
Dayton, OH post office address listed under “Schedule of Prices.” 
 
NOTE:  Contractor is responsible for all transportation costs to the Dayton, Ohio post office. 
 
Mailing Inspection and Certification:  Prior to mailing, contractor, or contractor’s agent, will be required to 
obtain mailing certification from the WPAFB Postal Center located at 5237 Cooper Street; Building 258, 
Area C, Door 1; WPAFB, OH  45433-9998. 
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Contractor is to complete, but not certify (sign), Postal Service (PS) Form 3600-EZ (Mar. 2010), available at 
http://www.usps.com/forms/_pdf/ps3600ez.pdf, before transporting to WPAFB Postal Center.  Contractor, or 
contractor’s agent, is to present completed but not certified PS Form 3600-EZ and self-mailers to WPAFB 
Postal Center for inspection and certification. 
 
Contractor, or contractor’s agent, is to be present at WPAFB Postal Center during inspection and certification.  
Contractor, or contractor’s agent is permitted to contact the WPAFB Postal Center, (937) 257-2938, in advance 
to determine the time required for the inspection and certification. 
 
WPAFB Postal Center will inspect self-mailers for compliance to USPS Domestic Mail Manual (DMM) and 
certify (sign) PS Form 3600-EZ. 
 
After inspection and certification of self-mailers and PS Form 3600-EZ, contractor, or contractor’s agent, is to 
proceed to Dayton Post Office address under “Schedule of Prices” to complete mailing. 
 
NOTE:  It is the contractor’s responsibility to allow sufficient time for mailing inspection and certification in 
order to complete mailing in the time allotted under “Schedule.” 
 
Certificate of Conformance:  When using Permit Imprint Mail the contractor must complete GPO Form 712 - 
Certificate of Conformance (Rev. 1-85) supplied by GPO and the appropriate mailing statement or statements 
supplied by USPS.  The contractor is cautioned that the Government Permit Imprint indicia may be used only 
for the purpose of mailing material produced under this contract. 
 
All copies mailed must conform to the appropriate regulations in the U.S. Postal Service manuals for “Domestic 
Mail” or “International Mail” as applicable. 
 
BALANCE OF COPIES:  If quantity stated on print order is greater than mailing quantity is ordered, these 
copies MUST deliver to the address below BEFORE self-mailers (see above) are delivered to the Dayton, OH 
post office.

These receipts must 
include the GPO jacket, program, and print order numbers; total quantity delivered, number of cartons, and 
quantity per carton; date delivery made; and signature of the Government agent accepting delivery.  The 
original copy of this receipt must accompany the contractor's voucher for payment. 
 
Unscheduled material such as shipping documents, receipts or instructions, delivery lists, labels, etc., will be 
furnished with each order or shortly thereafter.
