“An Act to authorize the disposition of certain office
equipment and furnishings, and for other purposes” (2
U.S.C. 59a(b)) is amended—

(1) by striking out “and” at the end of para-

graph (1);

(2) by striking out the period at the end of

paragraph (2) and inserting in lieu thereof *; and’’;
and

(3) by adding at the end the following new
paragraph:

“(3) subject to the right of the successor to the
Member who is leaving office or otherwise ceasing to
be a Member to retain the equipment or furnishings

for official use.”.
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
