5 (2) AcquisiTioN.—If the State of Idaho offers to
6 transfer to the United States all right, title, and interest

2 of Federal lands in accordance with subsection (c).

3 (b) MANAGEMENT.—

4 (1) UNniTeD STtAaTES.—(A) If transferred to the
5 United States, the lands described in subsection (d)
6 shall be managed by the Secretary, acting through
7 the Director of the Bureau of Land Management,
8 pursuant to the Federal Land Policy and Manage-
9 ment Act of 1976 and this Act.

10 (B) Effective upon their transfer to the United

(2) CouNnTYy OF LATAH.—Notwithstanding para-
graph (1), the Secretary may transfer the lands described
in subsection (d) to the County of Latah, Idaho, in return
for lands of equal value in the State of Idaho acceptable
to the Secretary for management pursuant to the Federal
Land Policy and Management Act of 1976 if such county
enters into a binding agreement with the Secretary under
which the county agrees to manage such lands in the same
manner as provided in paragraph (1).

(c) DisposaL.—If the lands described in subsection
(d) are transferred to the United States pursuant to this
Act, the Secretary, pursuant to section 206 of the Federal
Land Policy and Management Act of 1976, shall convey
to the State of Idaho public lands identified, pursuant to
such Act, as suitable for disposal by exchange or otherwise
that are equal in value to the value of the lands described
in subsection (d).
