1851)6

is amended by adding at the end the following new sen-7

tences: ‘‘In making economic adjustment assistance avail-8

able under such title, the Economic Development Adminis-9

tration shall ensure that priority is given to those commu-10

nities identified as the most substantially and seriously af-11

fected by the closure or realignment of a military installa-12

tion or the curtailment, completion, elimination, or re-13

alignment of a major defense contract or subcontract. The14

Administration shall identify such communities through15

the use of objective evidence, such as increasing unemploy-16

ment.’’.17
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
