Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That (a) paragraph (1) of section 7326 of title 5, United
States Code, is amended to read as follows:

“(1) an election and the preceding campaign

“(A) none of the candidates is to be nomi-

nated or elected at that election as representing
