SEC. 2. ADOPTION OF REGULATIONS RELATING TO HEAR-14

ING OFFICERS.15

The Board of Directors of the Office of Compliance16

shall adopt regulations (in accordance with section 304 of17

the Congressional Accountability Act of 1995) to imple-18

ment the requirement that the Board refer any matter19

under section 220(c)(1) of such Act which relates to cov-20

ered employees (other than employees of the House of21
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Representatives and employees of the Senate) to a hearing1

officer.2
