SECTION 1. TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE DELINEA-3

TION OF NEW WETLANDS.4

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, during5

the period beginning on the date of the enactment of this6

Act and ending on the date of the enactment of a law7
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that is the successor to the Food, Agriculture, Conserva-1

tion, and Trade Act of 1990, the Secretary of Agriculture,2

the Secretary of the Army, and the Administrator of the3

Environmental Protection Agency may not delineate wet-4

lands for purposes of carrying out subtitle C of title XII5

of the Food Security Act of 1985 (16 U.S.C. 3821 et seq.)6

and section 404 of the Federal Water Pollution Control7

Act (33 U.S.C. 1344).8
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
