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(C) the town of Devils Lake is threatened with1

lake water nearing the limits of the protective dikes2

of the lake;3

(E) roads are under water;5

(F) other roads are closed and will be aban-6

doned;7

(G) homes and businesses have been diked, aban-8

doned, or closed; and9

(H) if the lake rises another 2 to 3 feet, damages10

of approximately $74,000,000 will occur;11

(3) the Army Corps of Engineers and the Bureau12

of Reclamation are now studying the feasibility of13

constructing an outlet from Devils Lake Basin;14

(4) an outlet from Devils Lake Basin will allow15

the transfer of water from Devils Lake Basin to the16

Red River of the North watershed that the United17

States shares with Canada; and18

(5) the Treaty Relating to the Boundary Waters19

and Questions Arising Along the Boundary Between20

the United States and Canada, signed at Washington21

on January 11, 1909 (36 Stat. 2448; TS 548) (com-22

monly known as the ‘‘Boundary Waters Treaty of23

1909’’), provides that ‘‘. . . waters flowing across the24

boundary shall not be polluted on either side to the25
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injury of health or property on the other.’’ (36 Stat.1

2450).2

(b) SENSE OF THE SENATE.—It is the sense of the Sen-3

ate that the United States Government should seek to estab-4

lish a joint United States-Canadian technical committee to5

review the Devils Lake Basin emergency outlet project to6

consider options for an outlet that would meet Canadian7

concerns in regard to the Boundary Waters Treaty of 1909.8

Ω159æSEC. 737. ELIMINATION OF UNNECESSARY AD-9

VISORY COMMITTEES.10

(a) SWINE HEALTH ADVISORY COMMITTEE.—Section11

11 of the Swine Health Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 3810) is12

repealed.13

(b) GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE TECHNICAL ADVISORY14

COMMITTEE.—Section 2404 of the Food, Agriculture, Con-15

servation, and Trade Act of 1990 (7 U.S.C. 6703) is re-16

pealed.17

Ω160æSEC. 738. Upon the date of enactment of this18

Act, the Secretary of Agriculture shall immediately with-19

draw Federal regulation 36 CFR Part 223 promulgated on20

September 8, 1995, for a period of no less than 120 days:21

Provided, That during such time the Secretary shall take22

notice and public comment on the regulations and make23

the necessary revisions to reflect public comment. Any fines24

assessed pursuant to 36 CFR Part 223, from the effective25
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date of said regulation to the date of enactment of this Act,1

shall be null and void. During the 120 day period, the in-2

terim regulatory guidelines published pursuant to 55 CFR3

48572 and 56 CFR 65834 shall remain in effect.4
