1754(b)) shall not be available for travel to North Korea8

unless the President submits to the Congress a certifi-9

cation that North Korea does not have a policy of discrimi-10

nating, on the basis of national origin or political philoso-11
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phy, against Members and employees of the Congress in1

permitting travel to North Korea.2
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
