(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 45 of title 10, United4

States Code, is amended by adding at the end the follow-5

ing new section:6

‘‘§ 777. Insignia of United Nations: prohibition on re-7

quirement for wearing8

‘‘No member of the armed forces may be required to9

wear as part of the uniform any badge, symbol, helmet,10

headgear, or other visible indicia or insignia which indi-11

cates (or tends to indicate) any allegiance or affiliation12

to or with the United Nations.’’.13

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of sections14

at the beginning of such chapter is amended by adding15

at the end the following new item:16

‘‘777. Insignia of United Nations: prohibition on requirement for wearing.’’.
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
