Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Glacier Bay National4

Park and Preserve Boundary Adjustment Act of 1995’’.5

SEC. 2. LAND EXCHANGE.6

(a) IN GENERAL.—If the State of Alaska transfers7

all right, title, and interest in and to the State lands de-8

scribed in subsection (b)(1) to the Secretary of the Inte-9

rior, the Secretary shall transfer to the State of Alaska10
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all right, title, and interest of the United States in and1

to the Federal lands described in subsection (b)(2).2

(b) LANDS DESCRIBED.—3

(1) STATE LANDS.—The lands referred to in4

subsection (a) to be transferred by the State of Alas-5

ka comprise approximately 960 acres within the6

Dude Creek Critical Habitat Area more particularly7

(2) FEDERAL LANDS.—The lands referred to in13

(c) GLACIER BAY NATIONAL PARK AND PRE-21

SERVE.—The lands acquired from the State of Alaska22

under this section shall be added to and administered as23

part of the Glacier Bay National Park and Preserve, sub-24

ject to valid existing rights. Upon completion of the ex-25
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change of lands under this section, the Secretary shall ad-1

just the boundary of Glacier Bay National Park and Pre-2

serve to include the lands acquired from the State of Alas-3

ka and to exclude the lands transferred to the State of4

Alaska under this section.5
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
