TITLE I—AGRICULTURAL1

MARKET TRANSITION PROGRAM2

SEC. 101. PURPOSE.3

It is the purpose of this title—4

(1) to authorize the use of binding production5

flexibility contracts between the United States and6

agricultural producers to support farming certainty7

and flexibility while ensuring continued compliance8
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with farm conservation compliance plans and wet-1

land protection requirements;2

(2) to make nonrecourse marketing assistance3

loans and loan deficiency available for certain crops;4

(3) to improve the operation of farm programs5

for peanuts and sugar; and6

(4) to terminate price support authority under7

the Agricultural Act of 1949.8

SEC. 102. DEFINITIONS.9

In this title:10

(1) CONSIDERED PLANTED.—The term ‘‘con-11

sidered planted’’ means acreage that is considered12

planted under title V of the Agricultural Act of 194913

(7 U.S.C. 1461 et seq.) (as in effect prior to the14

amendment made by section 109(b)(2)) and such15

other acreage as the Secretary considers fair and eq-16

uitable.17

(2) CONTRACT.—The term ‘‘contract’’ means a18

production flexibility contract entered into under19

section 103.20

(3) CONTRACT ACREAGE.—The term ‘‘contract21

acreage’’ means 1 or more crop acreage bases estab-22

lished for contract commodities under title V of the23

Agricultural Act of 1949 (as in effect prior to the24

amendment made by section 109(b)(2)) that would25
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have been in effect for the 1996 crop (but for the1

amendment made by section 109(b)(2)).2

(4) CONTRACT COMMODITY.—The term ‘‘con-3

tract commodity’’ means wheat, corn, grain sor-4

ghum, barley, oats, upland cotton, and rice.5

(5) CONTRACT PAYMENT.—The term ‘‘contract6

payment’’ means a payment made under section 1037

pursuant to a contract.8

(6) DEPARTMENT.—The term ‘‘Department’’9

means the United States Department of Agriculture.10

(7) FARM PROGRAM PAYMENT YIELD.—The11

term ‘‘farm program payment yield’’ means the farm12

program payment yield established for the 1995 crop13

of a contract commodity under section 505 of the14

Agricultural Act of 1949 (as in effect prior to the15

amendment made by section 109(b)(2)) The Sec-16

retary shall adjust the farm program payment yield17

for the 1995 crop of a contract commodity to ac-18

count for any additional yield payments made with19

respect to that crop under subsection (b)(2) of the20

section.21

(8) LOAN COMMODITY.—The term ‘‘loan com-22

modity’’ means each contract commodity, extra long23

staple cotton, and oilseeds.24
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(9) OILSEED.—The term ‘‘oilseed’’ means a1

crop of soybeans, sunflower seed, rapeseed, canola,2

safflower, flaxseed, mustard seed, or, if designated3

by the Secretary, other oilseeds.4

(10) PRODUCER.—The term ‘‘producer’’ means5

an owner, landlord, tenant, or sharecropper who6

shares in the risk of producing a crop and who is7

entitled to share in the crop available for marketing8

from the farm, or would have shared had the crop9

been produced. In determining whether a grower of10

hybrid seed is a producer, the Secretary shall not11

take into consideration the existence of a hybrid seed12

contract.13

(11) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’14

means the Secretary of Agriculture.15

(12) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means each of16

the several States of the United States, the District17

of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and18

any other territory or possession of the United19

States.20

(13) UNITED STATES.—The term ‘‘United21

States’’, when used in a geographical sense, means22

all of the States.23

SEC. 103. PRODUCTION FLEXIBILITY CONTRACTS.24

(a) CONTRACTS AUTHORIZED.—25
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(1) OFFER AND TERMS.—Beginning as soon as1

practicable after the date of the enactment of this2

title, the Secretary shall offer to enter into a con-3

tract with an eligible owner or operator described in4

paragraph (2) on a farm containing eligible farm-5

land. Under the terms of a contract, the owner or6

operator shall agree, in exchange for annual contract7

payments, to—8

(A) comply with the conservation plan for9

the farm prepared in accordance with section10

1212 of the Food Security Act of 1985 (1611

U.S.C. 3812);12

(B) comply with wetland protection re-13

quirements applicable to the farm under sub-14

title C of title XII of the Act (16 U.S.C. 382115

et seq.); and16

(C) comply with the planting flexibility re-17

quirements of subsection (j); and18

(D) to use the land subject to the contract19

for agricultural or related activities, but not for20

nonagricultural commercial or industrial uses.21

(2) ELIGIBLE OWNERS AND OPERATORS DE-22

SCRIBED.—The producers and owners described in23

this paragraph shall be eligible to enter into a con-24

tract:25
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(A) An owner of eligible farmland who as-1

sumes all of the risk of producing a crop.2

(B) An owner of eligible farmland who3

shares in the risk of producing a crop.4

(C) An operator of eligible farmland with5

a share-rent lease of the eligible farmland, re-6

gardless of the length of the lease, if the owner7

enters into the same contract.8

(D) An operator of eligible farmland who9

cash rents the eligible farmland under a lease10

expiring on or after September 30, 2002, in11

which case the consent of the owner is not re-12

quired.13

(E) An operator of eligible farmland who14

cash rents the eligible farmland under a lease15

expiring before September 30, 2002, if the16

owner consents to the contract.17

(F) An owner of eligible farmland who18

cash rents the eligible farmland and the lease19

term expires before September 30, 2002, but20

only if the actual operator of the farm declines21

to enter into a contract. In the case of an22

owner covered by this subparagraph, contract23

payments shall not begin under a contract until24

the fiscal year following the fiscal year in which25
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the lease held by the nonparticipating operator1

expires.2

(G) An owner or operator described in any3

preceding subparagraph of this paragraph re-4

gardless of whether the owner or operator pur-5

chased catastrophic risk protection for a fall-6

planted 1996 crop under section 508(b) of the7

Federal Crop Insurance Act (7 U.S.C.8

1508(b)).9

(3) TENANTS AND SHARECROPPERS.—In carry-10

ing out this section, the Secretary shall provide ade-11

quate safeguards to protect the interests of tenants12

and sharecroppers.13

(b) ELEMENTS.—14

(1) TIME FOR CONTRACTING.—15

(A) DEADLINE.—Except as provided in16

subparagraph (B), the Secretary may not enter17

into a contract after April 15, 1996.18

(B) CONSERVATION RESERVE LANDS.—19

(i) IN GENERAL.—At the beginning of20

each fiscal year, the Secretary shall allow21

an eligible owner or operator on a farm22

covered by a conservation reserve contract23

entered into under section 1231 of the24

Food Security Act of 1985 (16 U.S.C.25
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3831) that terminates after the date speci-1

fied in subparagraph (A) to enter into or2

expand a production flexibility contract to3

cover the contract acreage of the farm that4

was subject to the former conservation re-5

serve contract.6

(ii) AMOUNT.—Contract payments7

made for contract acreage under this sub-8

paragraph shall be made at the rate and9

amount applicable to the annual contract10

payment level for the applicable crop.11

(2) DURATION OF CONTRACT.—12

(A) BEGINNING DATE.—A contract shall13

begin with—14

(i) the 1996 crop of a contract com-15

modity; or16

(ii) in the case of acreage that was17

subject to a conservation reserve contract18

described in paragraph (1)(B), the date19

the production flexibility contract was en-20

tered into or expanded to cover the acre-21

age.22

(B) ENDING DATE.—A contract shall ex-23

tend through the 2002 crop.24
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(3) ESTIMATION OF CONTRACT PAYMENTS.—At1

the time the Secretary enters into a contract, the2

Secretary shall provide an estimate of the minimum3

contract payments anticipated to be made during at4

least the first fiscal year for which contract pay-5

ments will be made.6

(c) ELIGIBLE FARMLAND DESCRIBED.—Land shall7

be considered to be farmland eligible for coverage under8

a contract only if the land has contract acreage attrib-9

utable to the land and—10

(1) for at least 1 of the 1991 through 199511

crops, at least a portion of the land was enrolled in12

the acreage reduction program authorized for a crop13

of a contract commodity under section 101B, 103B,14

105B, or 107B of the Agricultural Act of 1949 (as15

in effect prior to the amendment made by section16

109(b)(2)) or was considered planted;17

(2) was subject to a conservation reserve con-18

tract under section 1231 of the Food Security Act19

of 1985 (16 U.S.C. 3831) whose term expired, or20

was voluntarily terminated, on or after January 1,21

1995; or22

(3) is released from coverage under a conserva-23

tion reserve contract by the Secretary during the pe-24
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riod beginning on January 1, 1995, and ending on1

the date specified in subsection (b)(1)(A).2

(d) TIME FOR PAYMENT.—3

(1) IN GENERAL.—An annual contract payment4

shall be made not later than September 30 of each5

of fiscal years 1996 through 2002.6

(2) ADVANCE PAYMENTS.—7

(A) FISCAL YEAR 1996.—At the option of8

the owner or operator, 50 percent of the con-9

tract payment for fiscal year 1996 shall be10

made not later than June 15, 1996.11

(B) SUBSEQUENT FISCAL YEARS.—At the12

option of the owner or operator for fiscal year13

1997 and each subsequent fiscal year, 50 per-14

cent of the annual contract payment shall be15

made on December 15.16

(e) AMOUNTS AVAILABLE FOR CONTRACT PAYMENTS17

FOR EACH FISCAL YEAR.—18

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall, to the19

maximum extent practicable, expend on a fiscal year20

basis the following amounts to satisfy the obligations21

of the Secretary under all contracts:22

(A) For fiscal year 1996, $5,570,000,000.23

(B) For fiscal year 1997, $5,385,000,000.24

(C) For fiscal year 1998, $5,800,000,000.25
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(D) For fiscal year 1999, $5,603,000,000.1

(E) For fiscal year 2000, $5,130,000,000.2

(F) For fiscal year 2001, $4,130,000,000.3

(G) For fiscal year 2002, $4,008,000,000.4

(2) ALLOCATION.—The amount made available5

for a fiscal year under paragraph (1) shall be allo-6

cated as follows:7

(A) For wheat, 26.26 percent.8

(B) For corn, 46.22 percent.9

(C) For grain sorghum, 5.11 percent.10

(D) For barley, 2.16 percent.11

(E) For oats, 0.15 percent.12

(F) For upland cotton, 11.63 percent.13

(G) For rice, 8.47 percent.14

(3) ADJUSTMENT.—The Secretary shall adjust15

the amounts allocated for each contract commodity16

under paragraph (2) for a particular fiscal year by—17

(A) adding an amount equal to the sum of18

all repayments of deficiency payments received19

under section 114(a)(2) of the Agricultural Act20

of 1949 (as in effect prior to the amendment21

made by section 109(b)(2)) for the commodity;22

(B) to the maximum extent practicable,23

adding an amount equal to the sum of all con-24

tract payments withheld by the Secretary, at25
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the request of an owner or operator subject to1

a contract, as an offset against repayments of2

deficiency payments otherwise required under3

section 114(a)(2) of the Act (as so in effect) for4

the commodity;5

(C) adding an amount equal to the sum of6

all refunds of contract payments received dur-7

ing the preceding fiscal year under subsection8

(h) of this section for the commodity; and9

(D) subtracting an amount equal to the10

amount, if any, necessary during that fiscal11

year to satisfy payment requirements for the12

commodity under sections 103B, 105B, or13

107B of the Agricultural Act of 1949 (as in ef-14

fect prior to the amendment made by section15

109(b)(2)) for the 1994 and 1995 crop years.16

(4) SPECIAL ADJUSTMENT TO COVER EXISTING17

RICE PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS.—As soon as pos-18

sible after the date of the enactment of this Act, the19

Secretary shall determine the amount, if any, nec-20

essary to satisfy remaining payment requirements21

under section 101B of the Agricultural Act of 194922

(as in effect prior to the amendment made by sec-23

tion 109(b)(2)) for the 1994 and 1995 crops of rice.24

The total amount determined under this paragraph25
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shall be deducted, in equal amounts each fiscal year,1

from the amount allocated for rice under paragraph2

(2)(G) for fiscal years after the fiscal year in which3

the final remaining payments are made for rice.4

(f) DETERMINATION OF CONTRACT PAYMENTS.—5

(1) INDIVIDUAL PAYMENT QUANTITY OF CON-6

TRACT COMMODITIES.—For each contract, the pay-7

ment quantity of a contract commodity for each fis-8

cal year shall be equal to the product of—9

(A) 85 percent of the contract acreage;10

and11

(B) the farm program payment yield.12

(2) ANNUAL PAYMENT QUANTITY OF CONTRACT13

COMMODITIES.—The payment quantity of each con-14

tract commodity covered by all contracts for each15

fiscal year shall equal the sum of the amounts cal-16

culated under paragraph (1) for each individual con-17

tract.18

(3) ANNUAL PAYMENT RATE.—The payment19

rate for a contract commodity for each fiscal year20

shall be equal to—21

(A) the amount made available under sub-22

section (e) for the contract commodity for the23

fiscal year; divided by24

(B) the amount determined under para-1

graph (2) for the fiscal year.2

(4) ANNUAL PAYMENT AMOUNT.—The amount3

to be paid under a contract in effect for each fiscal4

year with respect to a contract commodity shall be5

equal to the product of—6

(A) the payment quantity determined7

under paragraph (1) with respect to the con-8

tract; and9

(B) the payment rate in effect under para-10

graph (3).11

(5) ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT PAYMENTS.—12

The provisions of section 8(g) of the Soil Conserva-13

tion and Domestic Allotment Act (16 U.S.C.14

590h(g)) (relating to assignment of payments) shall15

apply to contract payments under this subsection.16

The owner or operator making the assignment, or17

the assignee, shall provide the Secretary with notice,18

in such manner as the Secretary may require in the19

contract, of any assignment made under this para-20

graph.21

(6) SHARING OF CONTRACT PAYMENTS.—The22

Secretary shall provide for the sharing of contract23

payments among the owners and operators subject24

to the contract on a fair and equitable basis.25
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(g) PAYMENT LIMITATION.—Sections 1001 through1

1001C of the Food Security Act of 1985 (7 U.S.C. 13082

through 1308–3), as amended by section 105, establish3

payment limitations on the total amount of contract pay-4

ments that may be made under contracts during any fis-5

cal year.6

(h) EFFECT OF VIOLATION.—7

(1) TERMINATION OF CONTRACT.—Except as8

provided in paragraph (2), if an owner or operator9

subject to a contract violates a requirement of the10

contract specified in subparagraphs (A), (B), (C), or11

(D) of subsection (a)(1), the Secretary shall termi-12

nate the contract with respect to the owner or opera-13

tor on each farm in which the owner or operator has14

an interest. On the termination, the owner or opera-15

tor shall forfeit all rights to receive future contract16

payments on each farm in which the owner or opera-17

tor has an interest and shall refund to the Secretary18

all contract payments received by the owner or oper-19

ator during the period of the violation, together with20

interest on the contract payments as determined by21

the Secretary.22

(2) REFUND OR ADJUSTMENT.—If the Sec-23

retary determines that a violation does not warrant24

termination of the contract under paragraph (1), the25
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Secretary may require the owner or operator subject1

to the contract—2

(A) to refund to the Secretary that part of3

the contract payments received by the owner or4

operator during the period of the violation, to-5

gether with interest on the contract payments6

as determined by the Secretary; or7

(B) to accept a reduction in the amount of8

future contract payments that is proportionate9

to the severity of the violation, as determined10

by the Secretary.11

(3) FORECLOSURE.—An owner or operator sub-12

ject to a contract may not be required to make re-13

payments to the Secretary of amounts received14

under the contract if the contract acreage has been15

foreclosed on and the Secretary determines that for-16

giving the repayments is appropriate in order to pro-17

vide fair and equitable treatment. This paragraph18

shall not void the responsibilities of such an owner19

or operator under the contract if the owner or opera-20

tor continues or resumes operation, or control, of the21

contract acreage. On the resumption of operation or22

control over the contract acreage by the owner or23

operator, the provisions of the contract in effect on24

the date of the foreclosure shall apply.25

(4) REVIEW.—A determination of the Secretary1

under this subsection shall be considered to be an2

adverse decision for purposes of the availability of3

administrative review of the determination.4

(i) TRANSFER OF INTEREST IN LANDS SUBJECT TO5

CONTRACT.—6

(1) EFFECT OF TRANSFER.—Except as pro-7

vided in paragraph (2), the transfer by an owner or8

operator subject to a contract of the right and inter-9

est of the owner or operator in the contract acreage10

shall result in the termination of the contract with11

respect to the acreage, effective on the date of the12

transfer, unless the transferee of the acreage agrees13

with the Secretary to assume all obligations of the14

contract. At the request of the transferee, the Sec-15

retary may modify the contract if the modifications16

are consistent with the objectives of this section as17

determined by the Secretary. The Secretary shall18

carry out this paragraph in such a manner as to en-19

sure that the reconstitution of a farm as part of the20

transfer of contract acreage results in no additional21

outlays under this section.22

(2) EXCEPTION.—If an owner or operator who23

is entitled to a contract payment dies, becomes in-24

competent, or is otherwise unable to receive the con-25
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tract payment, the Secretary shall make the pay-1

ment, in accordance with regulations prescribed by2

the Secretary.3

(j) PLANTING FLEXIBILITY.—4

(1) PERMITTED CROPS.—Subject to paragraph5

(2), any commodity or crop may be planted on con-6

tract acreage on a farm.7

(2) LIMITATIONS.—8

(A) HAYING AND GRAZING.—9

(i) TIME LIMITATIONS.—Haying and10

grazing on land exceeding 15 percent of11

the contract acreage on a farm as provided12

in clause (iii) shall be permitted, except13

during any consecutive 5-month period be-14

tween April 1 and October 31 that is de-15

termined by the State committee estab-16

lished under section 8(b) of the Soil Con-17

servation and Domestic Allotment Act (618

U.S.C. 590h(b)) for a State. In the case of19

a natural disaster, the Secretary may per-20

mit unlimited haying and grazing on the21

contract acreage of a farm.22

(ii) CONTRACT COMMODITIES.—Con-23

tract acreage planted to a contract com-24
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modity for harvest may be hayed or grazed1

at any time without limitation.2

(iii) HAYING AND GRAZING LIMITA-3

TION ON PORTION OR CONTRACT ACRE-4

AGE.—Unlimited haying and grazing shall5

be permitted on not more than 15 percent6

of the contract acreage on a farm.7

(B) ALFALFA.—Alfalfa may be grown on8

contract acreage in excess of the acreage limita-9

tion in subparagraph (A)(iii) and without re-10

gard to the time limitation in subparagraph11

(A)(i), except that each contract acre of alfalfa12

on a farm that is harvested in excess of 15 per-13

cent of the total contract acreage on the farm14

shall be ineligible for contract payments.15

quantity of a commodity stored on a farm or22

delivered by the producer;23

(B) a failure to properly care for and pre-24

serve a commodity; or25
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(C) a failure or refusal to deliver a com-1

modity in accordance with a program estab-2

lished under this section or the Agricultural Ad-3

justment Act of 1938.4

(3) ACQUISITION OF COLLATERAL.—The Sec-5

retary may include in a contract for a nonrecourse6

loan made under this section or the Agricultural Ad-7

justment Act of 1938 a provision that permits the8

Commodity Credit Corporation, on and after the ma-9

turity of the loan, to acquire title to the unredeemed10

collateral without obligation to pay for any market11

value that the collateral may have in excess of the12

loan indebtedness.13

(4) SUGARCANE AND SUGAR BEETS.—A secu-14

rity interest obtained by the Commodity Credit Cor-15

poration as a result of the execution of a security16

agreement by the processor of sugarcane or sugar17

beets shall be superior to all statutory and common18

law liens on raw cane sugar and refined beet sugar19

in favor of the producers of sugarcane and sugar20

beets and all prior recorded and unrecorded liens on21

the crops of sugarcane and sugar beets from which22

the sugar was derived.23

(E) a sale for the purpose of establishing17

a claim arising out of a contract or against a18

person who has committed fraud, misrepresen-19

tation, or other wrongful act with respect to the20

commodity;21

(F) a sale for export, as determined by the22

Corporation; and23

(G) a sale for other than a primary use.24

(3) PRESIDENTIAL DISASTER AREAS.—25
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(A) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding para-1

graph (1), on such terms and conditions as the2

Secretary may consider in the public interest,3

the Corporation may make available any com-4

modity or product owned or controlled by the5

Corporation for use in relieving distress—6

(i) in any area in the United States7

(including the Virgin Islands) declared by8

the President to be an acute distress area9

because of unemployment or other eco-10

nomic cause, if the President finds that the11

use will not displace or interfere with nor-12

mal marketing of agricultural commodities;13

and14

(ii) in connection with any major dis-15

aster determined by the President to war-16

rant assistance by the Federal Government17

under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Re-18

lief and Emergency Assistance Act (4219

U.S.C. 5121 et seq.).20

(B) COSTS.—Except on a reimbursable21

basis, the Corporation shall not bear any costs22

in connection with making a commodity avail-23

able under subparagraph (A) beyond the cost of24

the commodity to the Corporation incurred in—25
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(i) the storage of the commodity; and1

(ii) the handling and transportation2

costs in making delivery of the commodity3

to designated agencies at 1 or more central4

locations in each State or other area.5

(4) EFFICIENT OPERATIONS.—Paragraph (1)6

shall not apply to the sale of a commodity the dis-7

position of which is desirable in the interest of the8

effective and efficient conduct of the operations of9

the Corporation because of the small quantity of the10

commodity involved, or because of the age, location,11

or questionable continued storability of the commod-12

ity.13

(a) QUOTA PEANUTS.—22

(1) AVAILABILITY OF LOANS.—The Secretary23

shall make nonrecourse loans available to producers24

of quota peanuts.25
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(2) LOAN RATE.—The national average quota1

loan rate for quota peanuts shall be $610 per ton.2

(3) INSPECTION, HANDLING, OR STORAGE.—3

The loan amount may not be reduced by the Sec-4

retary by any deductions for inspection, handling, or5

storage.6

rate by 5 percent for the peanuts that were subject17

to the offer.18

(b) ADDITIONAL PEANUTS.—19

(C) ASSOCIATION COSTS.—Loans made to8

(2) POOLS FOR QUOTA AND ADDITIONAL PEA-16

(4) USE OF MARKETING ASSESSMENTS.—The19

Secretary shall use funds collected under subsection20

(g) (except funds attributable to handlers) to offset21

further losses in area quota pools. The Secretary22

shall transfer to the Treasury those funds collected23

under subsection (g) and available for use under this24
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subsection that the Secretary determines are not re-1

quired to cover losses in area quota pools.2

All other members of18

the Commission shall be appointed from among individ-19

uals having knowledge and experience in agricultural pro-20

duction, marketing, finance, or trade.21

(c) TERM OF MEMBERS; VACANCIES.—Members of22

the Commission shall be appointed for the life of the Com-23

mission. A vacancy on the Commission shall not affect its24

powers, but shall be filled in the same manner as the origi-25

nal appointment was made.26
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(d) TIME FOR APPOINTMENT; FIRST MEETING.—1

The members of the Commission shall be appointed not2

later than October 1, 1997. The Commission shall convene3

its first meeting to carry out its duties under this Act 304

days after six members of the Commission have been ap-5

pointed.6

(e) CHAIRMAN.—The chairman of the Commission7

shall be designated jointly by the Chairman of the Com-8

mittee on Agriculture of the House of Representatives and9

the Chairman of the Committee on Agriculture, Nutrition,10

and Forestry of the Senate from among the members of11

the Commission.12

SEC. 603. COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW OF PAST AND FUTURE13

OF PRODUCTION AGRICULTURE.14

(a) INITIAL REVIEW.—The Commission shall conduct15

a comprehensive review of changes in the condition of pro-16

duction agriculture in the United States since the date of17

the enactment of this Act and the extent to which such18

changes are the result of the amendments made by this19

Act. The review shall include the following:20

(1) An assessment of the initial success of pro-21

duction flexibility contracts under section 103 in22

supporting the economic viability of farming in the23

United States.24
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(2) An assessment of the food security situation1

in the United States in the areas of trade, consumer2

prices, international competitiveness of United3

States production agriculture, food supplies, and hu-4

manitarian relief.5

(3) An assessment of the changes in farmland6

values and agricultural producer incomes since the7

date of the enactment of this Act.8

(4) An assessment of the extent to which regu-9

latory relief for agricultural producers has been en-10

acted and implemented, including the application of11

cost/benefit principles in the issuance of agricultural12

regulations.13

(5) An assessment of the extent to which tax14

relief for agricultural producers has been enacted in15

the form of capital gains tax reductions, estate tax16

exemptions, and mechanisms to average tax loads17

over high and low income years.18

(6) An assessment of the effect of any Govern-19

ment interference in agricultural export markets,20

such as the imposition of trade embargoes, and the21

degree of implementation and success of inter-22

national trade agreements.23
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(7) An assessment of the likely affect of the1

sale, lease, or transfer of farm poundage quota for2

peanuts across State lines.3

(b) SUBSEQUENT REVIEW.—The Commission shall4

conduct a comprehensive review of the future of produc-5

tion agriculture in the United States and the appropriate6

role of the Federal Government in support of production7

agriculture. The review shall include the following:8

(1) An assessment of changes in the condition9

of production agriculture in the United States since10

the initial review conducted under subsection (a).11

(2) Identification of the appropriate future rela-12

tionship of the Federal Government with production13

agriculture after 2002.14

(3) An assessment of the personnel and infra-15

structure requirements of the Department of Agri-16

culture necessary to support the future relationship17

of the Federal Government with production agri-18

culture.19

(c) RECOMMENDATIONS.—In carrying out the subse-20

quent review under subsection (b), the Commission shall21

develop specific recommendations for legislation to achieve22

the appropriate future relationship of the Federal Govern-23

ment with production agriculture identified under sub-24

section (a)(2).25
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SEC. 604. REPORTS.1

(a) REPORT ON INITIAL REVIEW.—Not later than2

June 1, 1998, the Commission shall submit to the Presi-3

dent, the Committee on Agriculture of the House of Rep-4

resentatives, and the Committee on Agriculture, Nutrition,5

and Forestry of the Senate a report containing the results6

of the initial review conducted under section 603(a).7

(b) REPORT ON SUBSEQUENT REVIEW.—Not later8

than January 1, 2001, the Commission shall submit to9

the President and the congressional committees specified10

in subsection (a) a report containing the results of the11

subsequent review conducted under section 603(b).12

SEC. 605. POWERS.13

(a) HEARINGS.—The Commission may, for the pur-14

pose of carrying out this Act, conduct such hearings, sit15

and act at such times, take such testimony, and receive16

such evidence, as the Commission considers appropriate.17

(b) ASSISTANCE FROM OTHER AGENCIES.—The18

Commission may secure directly from any department or19

agency of the Federal Government such information as20

may be necessary for the Commission to carry out its du-21

ties under this Act. Upon request of the chairman of the22

Commission, the head of the department or agency shall,23

to the extent permitted by law, furnish such information24

to the Commission.25
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(c) MAIL.—The Commission may use the United1

States mails in the same manner and under the same con-2

ditions as the departments and agencies of the Federal3

Government.4

(d) ASSISTANCE FROM SECRETARY.—The Secretary5

of Agriculture shall provide to the Commission appropriate6

office space and such reasonable administrative and sup-7

port services as the Commission may request.8

SEC. 606. COMMISSION PROCEDURES.9

(a) MEETINGS.—The Commission shall meet on a10

regular basis (as determined by the chairman) and at the11

call of the chairman or a majority of its members.12

(b) QUORUM.—A majority of the members of the13

Commission shall constitute a quorum for the transaction14

of business.15

SEC. 607. PERSONNEL MATTERS.16

(a) COMPENSATION.—Each member of the Commis-17

sion shall serve without compensation, but shall be allowed18

travel expenses including per diem in lieu of subsistence,19

as authorized by section 5703 of title 5, United States20

Code, when engaged in the performance of Commission21

duties.22

(b) STAFF.—The Commission shall appoint a staff23

director, who shall be paid at a rate not to exceed the24

maximum rate of basic pay under section 5376 of title25
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5, United States Code, and such professional and clerical1

personnel as may be reasonable and necessary to enable2

the Commission to carry out its duties under this Act3

without regard to the provisions of title 5, United States4

Code, governing appointments in the competitive service,5

and without regard to the provisions of chapter 51 and6

subchapter III of chapter 53 of such title, or any other7

provision of law, relating to the number, classification, and8

General Schedule rates. No employee appointed under this9

subsection (other than the staff director) may be com-10

pensated at a rate to exceed the maximum rate applicable11

to level GS–15 of the General Schedule.12

(c) DETAILED PERSONNEL.—Upon request of the13

chairman of the Commission, the head of any department14

or agency of the Federal Government is authorized to de-15

tail, without reimbursement, any personnel of such depart-16

ment or agency to the Commission to assist the Commis-17

sion in carrying out its duties under this section. The de-18

tail of any such personnel may not result in the interrup-19

tion or loss of civil service status or privilege of such per-20

sonnel.21

SEC. 608. TERMINATION OF COMMISSION.22

The Commission shall terminate upon submission of23

the final report required by section 604.24
