Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Social Security Mis-
cellaneous Amendments Act of 1996,

SEC. 2. TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS RELATING TO DRUG AD-
DICTS AND ALCOHOLICS.

(a) CLARIFICATIONS RELATING TO THE EFFECTIVE
DATE OF THE DENIAL OF DISABILITY BENEFITS TO
DRrRUG ADDICTS AND ALCOHOLICS.—

“(D) For purposes of this paragraph, an
individual’s claim, with respect to benefits
under title IT of the Social Security Act based
on disability, which has been denied in whole

before the date of the enactment of this Act,
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may not be considered to be finally adjudicated

before such date if, on or after such date—

“(1) there is pending a request for ei-
ther administrative or judicial review with
respect to such claim, or

“(i1) there is pending, with respect to
such claim, a readjudication by the Com-
missioner of Social Security pursuant to
relief in a class action or implementation
by the Commissioner of a court remand
order.”.

(2) AMENDMENTS RELATING TO SUPPLE-
MENTAL SECURITY INCOME DISABILITY BENEFITS

month of such confinement, and whose benefit under
this title ceases to be payable as a result of the ap-
plication of this subsection, $400 (subject to reduc-
tion under clause (ii1)) if the institution furnishes
the information to the Commissioner within 30 days
after the date such individual’s confinement in such
institution begins, or $200 (subject to reduction
under clause (111)) if the institution furnishes the in-
formation after 30 days after such date but within

90 days after such date.
