2032A(a) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (relating8
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to limitation on aggregate reduction in fair market value)1

is amended to read as follows:2

crease in the value of qualified real property6

taken into account for purposes of this chapter7

which results from the application of paragraph8

‘‘(B) INFLATION ADJUSTMENT.—In the11

case of estates of decedents dying in a calendar12

year after 1994, the $750,000 amount set forth13

in subparagraph (A) shall be increased by an14

amount equal to—15

‘‘(i) $750,000, multiplied by16

‘‘(ii) the cost-of-living adjustment de-17

termined under section 1(f)(3) for such18

calendar year.19

Any increase determined under the preceding sen-20

tence shall be rounded to the nearest multiple of21

$1,000.’’22
