In the House of Representatives, U.S.,
November 10, 1995.

Resolved, That upon adoption of this resolution it shall
be in order without intervention of any point of order to take
from the Speaker’s table the bill (H.R. 2586) to provide for
a temporary increase in the public debt limit, and for other
purposes, with any Senate amendments thereto, and to con-
sider in the House a motion offered by the majority leader
or his designee to dispose of all Senate amendments. Any
Senate amendments and the motion shall be considered as
read. The motion shall be debatable for one hour equally di-
vided and controlled between the majority leader and minor-
ity leader or their designees. The previous question shall be
considered as ordered on the motion to final adoption without

intervening motion or demand for division of the question ex-
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cept any such demand made by the majority leader or his
designee.
