that were collected by the State of New York from a health6

care provider before June 1, 1997, and for which a waiver7

of the provisions of subparagraph (B) or (C) of section8

1903(w)(3) of such Act has been applied for, or that9

would, but for this Act require that such a waiver be ap-10
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plied for, in accordance with subparagraph (E) of such1

section, and, (if so applied for) upon which action by the2

Secretary of Health and Human Services (including any3

judicial review of any such proceeding) has not been com-4

pleted as of July 23, 1997, are deemed to be permissible5

health care related taxes and in compliance with the re-6

quirements of subparagraphs (B) and (C) of section7

1903(w)(3) of such Act.8
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
