SEC. 711. None of the funds in this Act shall be avail-22

able to restrict the authority of the Commodity Credit23

Corporation to lease space for its own use or to lease space24
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on behalf of other agencies of the Department of Agri-1

culture when such space will be jointly occupied.2

SEC. 712. With the exception of grants awarded3

under the Small Business Innovation Development Act of4

1982, Public Law 97–219, as amended (15 U.S.C. 638),5

none of the funds in this Act shall be available to pay6

indirect costs on research grants awarded competitively by7

the Cooperative State Research, Education, and Extension8

Service that exceed 14 percent of total Federal funds pro-9

vided under each award.10

SEC. 713. Notwithstanding any other provisions of11

this Act, all loan levels provided of this Act shall be consid-12

ered estimates, not limitations.13

SEC. 714. Appropriations to the Department of Agri-14

culture for the cost of direct and guaranteed loans made15

available in fiscal year 1998 shall remain available until16

expended to cover obligations made in fiscal year 1998 for17

the following accounts: the rural development loan fund18

program account; the Rural Telephone Bank program ac-19

count; the rural electrification and telecommunications20

loans program account; and the rural economic develop-21

ment loans program account.22

SEC. 715. Such sums as may be necessary for fiscal23

year 1998 pay raises for programs funded by this Act shall24

be absorbed within the levels appropriated in this Act.25
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SEC. 716. Notwithstanding the Federal Grant and1

Cooperative Agreement Act, marketing services of the Ag-2

ricultural Marketing Service and the Animal and Plant3

Health Inspection Service may use cooperative agreements4

to reflect a relationship between Agricultural Marketing5

Service or the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service6

and a State or Cooperator to carry out agricultural mar-7

keting programs or to carry out programs to protect the8

Nation’s animal and plant resources.9

SEC. 717. None of the funds in this Act may be used10

to retire more than 5 per centum of the Class A stock11

of the Rural Telephone Bank or to maintain any account12

or subaccount within the accounting records of the Rural13

Telephone Bank the creation of which has not specifically14

been authorized by statute: Provided, That notwithstand-15

ing any other provision of law, none of the funds appro-16

priated or otherwise made available in this Act may be17

used to transfer to the Treasury or to the Federal Financ-18

ing Bank any unobligated balance of the Rural Telephone19

Bank telephone liquidating account which is in excess of20

current requirements and such balance shall receive inter-21

est as set forth for financial accounts in section 505(c)22

of the Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990.23

SEC. 718. None of the funds made available in this24

Act may be used to provide assistance to, or to pay the25
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salaries of personnel who carry out a market promotion/1

market access program pursuant to section 203 of the Ag-2

ricultural Trade Act of 1978 (7 U.S.C. 5623) that pro-3

vides assistance to the United States Mink Export Devel-4

opment Council or any mink industry trade association.5

SEC. 719. Of the funds made available by this Act,6

not more than $1,000,000 shall be used to cover necessary7

expenses of activities related to all advisory committees,8

panels, commissions, and task forces of the Department9

of Agriculture, except for panels used to comply with nego-10

tiated rule makings and panels used to evaluate competi-11

tively awarded grants.12

SEC. 720. None of the funds appropriated in this Act13

may be used to carry out the provisions of section 91814

of Public Law 104–127, the Federal Agriculture Improve-15

ment and Reform Act.16

SEC. 721. No employee of the Department of Agri-17

culture may be detailed or assigned from an agency or18

office funded by this Act to any other agency or office19

of the Department for more than 30 days unless the indi-20

vidual’s employing agency or office is fully reimbursed by21

the receiving agency or office for the salary and expenses22

of the employee for the period of assignment.23

SEC. 722. None of the funds appropriated or other-24

wise made available by this Act shall be used to pay the25
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salaries and expenses of personnel who carry out an export1

enhancement program if the aggregate amount of funds2

and/or commodities under such program exceeds3

$150,000,000.4

SEC. 723. None of the funds made available to the5

Department of Agriculture by this Act may be used to ac-6

quire new information technology systems or significant7

upgrades, as determined by the Office of the Chief Infor-8

mation Officer, without the approval of the Chief Informa-9

tion Officer and the concurrence of the Executive Informa-10

tion Technology Investment Review Board.11

SEC. 724. Section 3(c) of the Federal Noxious Weed12

Act of 1974 (7 U.S.C. 2802 (c)) is amended by inserting13

before the period at the end the following: ‘‘, and includes14

kudzu (Pueraria lobata Dc)’’.15

SEC. 725. Notwithstanding section 520 of the Hous-16

ing Act of 1949, (42 U.S.C. 1490) the Martin Luther17

King area of Pawley’s Island, South Carolina, located in18

Georgetown County, shall be eligible for loans and grants19

under section 504 of the Housing Act of 1949, as amend-20

ed.21

SEC. 726. None of the funds made available to the22

Food and Drug Administration by this Act shall be used23

to close or relocate the Food and Drug Administration Di-24

vision of Drug Analysis in St. Louis, Missouri, or to pro-25
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ceed with a plan to close or consolidate the Food and Drug1

Administration’s Baltimore, Maryland, laboratory.2

SEC. 727. The Secretary of Agriculture, before mak-3

ing any reduction in the employee level required to carry4

out a program or activity under the jurisdiction of the5

Under Secretary for Rural Development, shall submit to6

the Committee on Appropriations of the House of Rep-7

resentatives and the Committee on Appropriations of the8

Senate a plan (including the justification and cost savings)9

for reducing the employee level below the level described10

in the budget submitted by the President for fiscal year11

1998.12

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Agriculture, Rural De-13

velopment, Food and Drug Administration, and Related14

Agencies Appropriations Act, 1998’’.15
