Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; TABLE OF CONTENTS.3

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This Act may be cited as the4

‘‘ISTEA Integrity Restoration Act’’.5

SEC. 2. DECLARATION OF POLICY.1

Section 101 of title 23, United States Code, is2

amended by striking subsection (b) and inserting the fol-3

lowing:4

‘‘(b) DECLARATION OF POLICY.—Congress finds and5

declares the following:6

‘‘(1) The Intermodal Surface Transportation7

Efficiency Act of 1991 (Public Law 102–240) set in8

motion a positive effort toward implementation of a9

responsive transportation program designed to meet10

a variety of national transportation needs by increas-11

ing State and local flexibility, streamlining the pro-12

gram structure, and rethinking the relationship13

among the States and the metropolitan areas within14

the States.15

‘‘(2) It is the policy of the United States to16

build on the successes of that Act and to develop a17

national intermodal transportation system that—18

‘‘(A) is economically efficient and environ-19

mentally sound;20
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‘‘(B) provides the foundation for the Unit-1

ed States to compete in the global economy;2

and3

‘‘(C) will move people and goods in an en-4

ergy efficient manner.5

‘‘(3) The national intermodal transportation6

system shall consist of all forms of transportation in7

a unified, interconnected manner, including the8

transportation systems of the future, to reduce en-9

ergy consumption and air pollution while promoting10

economic development and supporting the Nation’s11

preeminent position in international commerce.12

‘‘(4) The national intermodal transportation13

system shall provide improved access to ports and14

airports, the Nation’s link to world commerce.15

‘‘(5) The national intermodal transportation16

system shall be the centerpiece of a national invest-17

ment commitment to create the new wealth of the18

United States for the 21st century.19

‘‘(6) The National Highway System is the foun-20

dation for the Nation’s unified, connected transpor-21

tation system. National policy for the National22

Highway System should be broadly focused, consid-23

ering all vital economic and mobility resources.24

‘‘(7) The national policy will direct our common1

resources toward preservation and management of2

our present transportation infrastructure. National3

surface transportation policy should be directed to-4

ward maintaining a safe, mobile, and economically5

competitive transportation system for, and ensuring6

the national security of, the United States.7

‘‘(8) While the National Highway System links8

the United States to provide enhanced economic and9

social mobility, the surface transportation needs of10

each State and region differ greatly. The national11

intermodal transportation system should focus on12

the fundamental needs of the Nation’s transpor-13

tation network, while refraining from prescribing the14

form of that network for all parts of the country.15

‘‘(9) The national surface transportation policy16

must provide sufficient flexibility for States and lo-17

calities to respond to diverse local needs.18

‘‘(10) National funding for surface transpor-19

tation should be based on current, reasonable, and20

appropriate revenue distribution formulas. Appro-21

priate and adequate funding will enhance the ability22

of all States to meet common goals in safety, mobil-23

ity, and economic development.’’.24
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SEC. 3. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.1

(a) IN GENERAL.—For the purpose of carrying out2

title 23, United States Code, the following sums are au-3

thorized to be appropriated out of the Highway Trust4

Fund (other than the Mass Transit Account):5

(1) NATIONAL HIGHWAY SYSTEM.—For the Na-6

tional Highway System under section 103 of title7

23, United States Code, $10,174,424,000 for each8

of fiscal years 1998 through 2002.9

(2) SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM.—10

For the surface transportation program under sec-11

tion 133 of that title $15,261,636,000 for each of12

fiscal years 1998 through 2002.13

(3) FEDERAL LANDS HIGHWAYS PROGRAM.—14

(A) INDIAN RESERVATION ROADS.—For15

Indian reservation roads under section 204 of16

that title $245,700,000 for each of fiscal years17

1998 through 2002.18

(B) PUBLIC LANDS HIGHWAYS.—For pub-19

lic lands highways under section 204 of that20

title $213,700,000 for each of fiscal years 199821

through 2002.22

(C) PARKWAYS AND PARK ROADS.—For23

parkways and park roads under section 204 of24

that title $104,520,000 for each of fiscal years25

1998 through 2002.26
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(b) OBLIGATION LIMITATIONS.—1

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-2

graph (2), notwithstanding any other provision of3

law, any limitation on obligations established for any4

of fiscal years 1998 through 2002 for funds appor-5

tioned or allocated from the Highway Trust Fund6

(other than the Mass Transit Account) shall apply7

to all such apportionments and allocations, unless8

the provision of law establishing the limitation spe-9

cifically amends or limits the applicability of this10

paragraph.11

(2) EMERGENCY RELIEF.—Any limitation on12

obligations described in paragraph (1) shall not13

apply to any allocation made under section 125 of14

title 23, United States Code.15

SEC. 4. NATIONAL HIGHWAY SYSTEM.16

(a) DEFINITIONS.—Section 101(a) of title 23, United17

States Code, is amended—18

fiscal year, the funds apportioned and allocations author-21

struction (other than funds made available for emergency2
