(6) an employee who during the 24 month period

within the twelve month period preceding the date of
separation, has recewved and not repaid a retention
allowance under section 5754 of that Title.

The expenditure of any appropriation under
this Act for any consulting service through procurement
contract, pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 3109, shall be limited to
those contracts where such expenditures are a matter of pub-
lic record and available for public inspection, except where
otherwise provided under existing law, or under existing
Executive order issued pursuant to existing law.

SEC. 503. None of the funds made available by this
Act shall be available for any actiwity or for paying the
salary of any Government employee where funding an ac-
tivity or paying a salary to a Government employee would
result in a decision, determination, rule, requlation, or pol-
wey that would prohibit the enforcement of section 307 of
the Tariff Act of 1930.

SEC. 504. None of the funds made available by this

Act shall be available i fiscal year 2000 for the purpose
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of transferring control over the Federal Law Enforcement
Training Center located at Glynco, Georgia, and Artesia,
New Mexico, out of the Department of the Treasury.

SEC. 505. No part of any appropriation contained in
this Act shall be available to pay the salary for any person
filling a position, other than a temporary position, formerly
held by an employee who has left to enter the Armed Forces
of the Unated States and has satisfactorily completed his
period of active military or naval service, and has within
90 days after his release from such service or from hos-
pitalization continwing after discharge for a period of not
more than 1 year, made application for restoration to his
SJormer position and has been certified by the Office of Per-
sonmel Management as still qualified to perform the duties
of his former position and has not been restored thereto.

SEC. 506. No funds appropriated pursuant to this Act
may be expended by an entity unless the entity agrees that
m expending the assistance the entity will comply with sec-
tions 2 through 4 of the Act of March 3, 1933 (41 U.S.C.
10a—10c, popularly known as the “Buy American Act”).

SEC. 507. (a) PURCHASE OF AMERICAN-MADE EQUIP-
MENT AND PRODUCTS.—In the case of any equipment or
products that may be authorized to be purchased with fi-
nancial assistance provided under this Act, it is the sense

of the Congress that entities receiving such assistance
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should, in expending the assistance, purchase only Amer-
wecan-made equipment and products.

(b) NOTICE TO RECIPIENTS OF ASSISTANCE.—In pro-
viding financial assistance under this Act, the Secretary of
the Treasury shall provide to each recipient of the assistance
a notice describing the statement made in subsection (a)
by the Congress.

SEc. 508. If it has been finally determined by a court
or Federal agency that any person intentionally affixed a
label bearing a “Made in America™ inscription, or any in-
seription with the same meaning, to any product sold in
or shipped to the Unated States that is not made in the
Unated States, such person shall be ineligible to receive any
contract or subcontract made with funds provided pursuant
to this Act, pursuant to the debarment, suspension, and in-
eligibility procedures described in sections 9.400 through
9.409 of title 48, Code of Federal Regulations.

SEC. 509. Exceptl as otherwise specifically provided by
law, not to exceed 50 percent of unobligated balances re-
maiming available at the end of fiscal year 2000 from ap-
propriations made available for salaries and expenses for
fiscal year 2000 in this Act, shall remain available through
September 30, 2001, for each such account for the purposes
authorized: Provided, That a request shall be submitted to

the Committees on Appropriations for approval prior to the
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expenditure of such funds: Provided further, That these re-

quests shall be made in compliance with reprogramming
guidelines.

SEcC. 510. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by the Executive Office of the President
to request from the Federal Bureau of Investigation any of-
Jicral background investigation report on any individual,
except when it is made known to the Federal official having
authority to obligate or expend such funds that—

(1) such indwvidual has given his or her express

written consent for such request not more than 6

months prior to the date of such request and during

the same presidential administration; or

(2) such request is requirved due to extraordinary

circumstances involving national security.

SEC. 511. INVENTORY OF FEDERAL GRANT PROGRAMS.
The Director of the Office of Management and Budget shall
prepare an inventory of existing Federal grant programs
after consulting each agency that administers Federal grant
programs including formula funds, competitive grant
Sfunds, block grant funds, and direct payments. The inven-
tory shall wnclude the name of the program, a copy of rel-
evant statutory and requlatory guidelines, the funding level
m fiscal year 1999, a list of the eligibility criteria both

statutory and regulatory, and a copy of the application
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Jorm. The Director shall submat the inventory no later than
six months after enactment to the Commaittees on Appro-
priations and relevant authorizing commaittees.

TITLE VI—GENERAL PROVISIONS

DEPARTMENTS, AGENCIES, AND CORPORATIONS

SEC. 601. Funds appropriated in this or any other Act
may be used to pay travel to the Unated States for the 1m-
mediate family of employees serving abroad in cases of
death or life threatening illness of savd employee.

SEC. 602. No department, agency, or instrumentality
of the United States recetving appropriated funds under
this or any other Act for fiscal year 2000 shall obligate or
expend any such funds, unless such department, agency, or
wstrumentality has in place, and will continue to admin-
ister an good faith, a written policy designed to ensure that
all of its workplaces are free from the illegal use, possession,
or distribution of controlled substances (as defined in the
Controlled Substances Act) by the officers and employees of
such department, agency, or instrumentality.

SEC. 603. Unless otherwise specifically provided, the
maximum amount allowable during the current fiscal year
m accordance with section 16 of the Act of August 2, 1946
(60 Stat. 810), for the purchase of any passenger motor ve-
hicle (exclusive of buses, ambulances, law enforcement, and

undercover surveillance vehicles), is hereby fixed at $8,100
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except station wagons for which the maximum shall be
$9,100: Provided, That these limits may be exceeded by not
to exceed $3,700 for police-type vehicles, and by not to ex-
ceed $4,000 for special heavy-duty vehicles: Provided fur-
ther, That the limits set forth in this section may not be
exceeded by more than 5 percent for electric or hybrid vehi-
cles purchased for demonstration under the provisions of the
Electric and Hybrid Vehicle Research, Development, and
Demonstration Act of 1976: Provided further, That the lim-
its set forth in this section may be exceeded by the incre-
mental cost of clean alternative fuels vehicles acquired pur-
suant to Public Law 101-549 over the cost of comparable
conventionally fueled vehicles.

SEC. 604. Appropriations of the executive departments
and independent establishments for the current fiscal year
avarlable for expenses of travel, or for the expenses of the
activity concerned, are hereby made available for quarters
allowances and cost-of-living allowances, in accordance
with 5 U.S.C. 5922-5924.

SEC. 605. Unless otherwise specified during the current
fiscal year, no part of any appropriation contained in this
or any other Act shall be used to pay the compensation of
any officer or employee of the Government of the United
States (including any agency the majority of the stock of

which 1s owned by the Government of the United States)
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whose post of duty is in the continental United States un-
less such person: (1) is a citizen of the United States; (2)
15 a person in the service of the United States on the date
of enactment of this Act who, being eligible for citizenship,
has filed a declaration of intention to become a citizen of
the Unated States prior to such date and 1s actually resid-
mg n the United States; (3) is a person who owes alle-
giance to the United States; (4) is an alien from Cuba, Po-
land, South Vietnam, the countries of the former Soviet
Union, or the Baltic countries lawfully admaitted to the
Unated States for permanent residence; (5) is a South Viet-
namese, Cambodian, or Laotian refugee paroled in the
Unated States after January 1, 1975; or (6) is a national
of the People’s Republic of China who qualifies for adjust-
ment of status pursuant to the Chinese Student Protection
Act of 1992: Provided, That for the purpose of this section,
an affidavit signed by any such person shall be considered
prima facie evidence that the requirements of this section
with respect to his or her status have been complied with:
Provided further, That any person making a false affidavit
shall be gwilty of a felony, and, wupon conviction, shall be
Sfined no more than $4,000 or imprisoned for not more than
1 year, or both: Provided further, That the above penal
clause shall be in addition to, and not in substitution for,

any other provisions of existing law: Provided further, That
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any payment made to any officer or employee contrary to
the provisions of this section shall be recoverable in action
by the Federal Government. This section shall not apply
to citizens of Ireland, Israel, or the Republic of the Phil-
wppines, or to nationals of those countries allied with the
Unated States in a current defense effort, or to international
broadcasters employed by the Unated States Information
Agency, or to temporary employment of translators, or to
temporary employment in the field service (not to exceed
60 days) as a result of emergencies.

SEC. 606. Appropriations available to any department
or agency during the current fiscal year for necessary ex-
penses, including maintenance or operating expenses, shall
also be available for payment to the General Services Ad-
minastration for charges for space and services and those
expenses of renovation and alteration of buildings and fa-
cilities which constitute public vmprovements performed in
accordance with the Public Buildings Act of 1959 (73 Stat.
749), the Public Buildings Amendments of 1972 (87 Stat.
216), or other applicable law.

SEC. 607. In addition to funds provided in this or any
other Act, all Federal agencies are authorized to receive and
use funds resulting from the sale of materials, including
Federal records disposed of pursuant to a records schedule

recovered through recycling or waste prevention programs.
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Such funds shall be available until expended for the fol-
lowing purposes:

(1) Acquisition, waste reduction and prevention,
and recycling programs as described in Executive
Order No. 13101 (September 14, 1998), including any
such programs adopted prior to the effective date of
the Executive order.

(2) Other Federal agency environmental manage-
ment programs, including, but not limited to, the de-
velopment and implementation of hazardous waste
management and pollution prevention programs.

(3) Other employee programs as authorized by
law or as deemed appropriate by the head of the Fed-
eral agency.

SEC. 608. Funds made available by this or any other
Act for administrative expenses in the current fiscal year
of the corporations and agencies subject to chapter 91 of
title 31, United States Code, shall be available, in addition
to objects for which such funds are otherwise available, for
rent in the District of Columbia; services in accordance
with 5 U.S.C. 3109; and the objects specified under this
head, all the provisions of which shall be applicable to the
expenditure of such funds unless otherwise specified in the
Act by which they are made available: Provided, That n

the event any functions budgeted as administrative expenses
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are subsequently transferved to or paid from other funds,
the lLimitations on administrative expenses shall be cor-
respondingly reduced.

SEC. 609. No part of any appropriation for the current

fiscal year contained in this or any other Act shall be paid

to any person for the filling of any position for which he
or she has been nominated after the Senate has voted not
to approve the nomination of said person.

SEC. 610. No part of any appropriation contained in
this or any other Act shall be available for interagency fi-
nancing of boards (except Federal Executive Boards), com-
masstons, councils, committees, or similar groups (whether
or not they are interagency entities) which do not have a
prior and specific statutory approval to receive financial
support from more than one agency or instrumentality.

SEc. 611. Funds made available by this or any other
Act to the Postal Service Fund (39 U.S.C. 2003) shall be
available for employment of guards for all buildings and
areas owned or occupied by the Postal Service and under
the charge and control of the Postal Service, and such
guards shall have, with respect to such property, the powers
of special policemen provided by the first section of the Act
of June 1, 1948, as amended (62 Stat. 281; 40 U.S.C. 318),
and, as to property owned or occupied by the Postal Service,

the Postmaster General may take the same actions as the
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Administrator of General Services may take under the pro-
visions of sections 2 and 3 of the Act of June 1, 1948, as
amended (62 Stat. 281; 40 U.S.C. 318a and 318b), attach-
wmg thereto penal consequences under the authority and
within the limits provided in section 4 of the Act of June
1, 1948, as amended (62 Stat. 281; 40 U.S.C. 318c).

SEC. 612. None of the funds made available pursuant
to the provisions of this Act shall be used to implement,
admanister, or enforce any regulation which has been dis-
approved pursuant to a resolution of disapproval duly
adopted i accordance with the applicable law of the United
States.

SEC. 613. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, and except as otherwise provided wn this section, no
part of any of the funds appropriated for fiscal year 2000,
by this or any other Act, may be used to pay any prevailing
rate employee described in section 5342(a)(2)(A) of title 5,
Unated States Code—

(1) during the period from the date of expiration
of the limitation vmposed by section 614 of the Treas-
ury and General Government Appropriations Act,
1999, until the normal effective date of the applicable
wage survey adjustment that 1s to take effect in fiscal
year 2000, in an amount that exceeds the rate pay-

able for the applicable grade and step of the applica-
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ble wage schedule i accordance with such section
614; and
(2) during the period consisting of the remainder
of fiscal year 2000, in an amount that exceeds, as a
result of a wage survey adjustment, the rate payable
under paragraph (1) by more than the sum of—

(A) the percentage adjustment taking effect
wm fiscal year 2000 under section 5303 of title 5,
Unated States Code, in the rates of pay under the
General Schedule; and

(B) the difference between the overall aver-
age percentage of the locality-based — com-
parability payments taking effect in fiscal year
2000 under section 5304 of such title (whether by
adjustment or otherwise), and the overall average
percentage of such payments which was effective
wm fiscal year 1999 under such section.

(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, no
prevailing rate employee described in subparagraph (B) or
(C) of section 5342(a)(2) of title 5, Unated States Code, and
no employee covered by section 5348 of such title, may be
paid during the periods for which subsection (a) is in effect
at a rate that exceeds the rates that would be payable under

subsection (a) were subsection (a) applicable to such em-

ployee.
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(c) For the purposes of this section, the rates payable

to an employee who 1is covered by this section and who s
paid from a schedule not in existence on September 30,
1999, shall be determined under requlations prescribed by
the Office of Personnel Management.

(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, rates
of premium pay for employees subject to this section may
not be changed from the rates in effect on September 30,
1999, except to the extent determined by the Office of Per-
sonnel Management to be consistent with the purpose of this
section.

(e) This section shall apply with respect to pay for
service performed after September 30, 1999.

(f) For the purpose of administering any provision of
law (including any rule or regulation that provides pre-
mium pay, retirement, life insurance, or any other em-
ployee benefit) that requires any deduction or contribution,
or that 1mposes any requirement or limitation on the basis
of a rate of salary or basic pay, the rate of salary or basic
pay payable after the application of this section shall be
treated as the rate of salary or basic pay.

(9) Nothing in this section shall be considered to per-
mit or require the payment to any employee covered by this
section at a rate in excess of the rate that would be payable

were this section not in effect.
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(h) The Office of Personnel Management may provide
Jor exceptions to the limitations imposed by this section if
the Office determines that such exceptions are necessary to
ensure the recruitment or retention of qualified employees.

SEC. 614. During the period in which the head of any
department or agency, or any other officer or ciwilian em-
ployee of the Government appointed by the President of the
United States, holds office, no funds may be obligated or
expended in excess of $5,000 to furnish or redecorate the
office of such department head, agency head, officer, or em-
ployee, or to purchase furniture or make improvements for
any such office, unless advance notice of such furnishing
or redecoration 1s expressly approved by the Committees on
Appropriations. For the purposes of this section, the word
“office” shall include the entire suite of offices assigned to
the mdividual, as well as any other space used primarily
by the idividual or the use of which s directly controlled
by the individual.

SEcC. 615. Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
no executive branch agency shall purchase, construct, and/
or lease any additional facilities, except within or contig-
wous to existing locations, to be used for the purpose of con-
ducting Federal law enforcement training without the ad-
vance approval of the Commattees on Appropriations, ex-

cept that the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center is
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authorized to obtain the temporary use of additional facili-
ties by lease, contract, or other agreement for training
which cannot be accommodated in existing Center facilities.

SEC. 616. Notuithstanding section 1346 of title 31,
United States Code, or section 610 of this Act, funds made
avarlable for fiscal year 2000 by this or any other Act shall
be available for the interagency funding of national security
and emergency preparedness telecommunications initiatives
whach benefit multiple Federal departments, agencies, or en-

tities, as provided by Executive Order No. 12472 (April 3,

1984).
SEC. 617. (a) None of the funds appropriated by this
or any other Act may be obligated or expended by any Fed-

eral department, agency, or other instrumentality for the
salaries or expenses of any employee appointed to a position

of a confidential or policy-determining character excepted

from the competitive service pursuant to section 3302 of

title 5, United States Code, without a certification to the
Office of Personnel Management from the head of the Fed-
eral department, agency, or other instrumentality employ-
g the Schedule C appointee that the Schedule C position
was not created solely or primarily in orvder to detail the

employee to the White House.
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(b) The provisions of this section shall not apply to

Federal employees or members of the armed services detailed
to or from—

(1) the Central Intelligence Agency;

(2) the National Security Agency;

(3) the Defense Intelligence Agency;

(4) the offices within the Department of Defense

Jor the collection of specialized national foreign intel-

ligence through reconnaissance programs;

(5) the Bureaw of Intelligence and Research of
the Department of State;
(6) any agency, office, or unit of the Army,

Navy, Awr Force, and Marine Corps, the Federal Bu-

reaw of Investigation and the Drug Enforcement Ad-

manistration of the Department of Justice, the De-
partment of Transportation, the Department of the

Treasury, and the Department of Energy performing

wntelligence functions; and

(7) the Director of Central Intelligence.

SEC. 618. No department, agency, or instrumentality
of the United States receiwving appropriated funds under
this or any other Act for fiscal year 2000 shall obligate or
expend any such funds, unless such department, agency, or
mstrumentality has i place, and will continue to admin-

wster an good faith, a written policy designed to ensure that
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all of its workplaces are free from discrimination and sex-
ual harassment and that all of its workplaces are not in
violation of title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as
amended, the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of
1967, and the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

SEC. 619. No part of any appropriation contained in
this Act may be used to pay for the expenses of travel of
employees, including employees of the Executive Office of
the President, not directly responsible for the discharge of
official governmental tasks and duties: Provided, That this
restriction shall not apply to the family of the President,
Members of Congress or their spouses, Heads of State of a
Jorewgn country or their designees, persons providing assist-
ance to the President for official purposes, or other individ-
uals so designated by the President.

SEC. 620. None of the funds appropriated in this or
any other Act shall be used to acquire information tech-
nologies which do not comply with part 39.106 (Year 2000
compliance) of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, unless
an agency’s Chief Information Officer determines that non-
compliance with part 39.106 s necessary to the function
and operation of the requesting agency or the acquisition
18 required by a signed contract with the agency in effect
before the date of enactment of this Act. Any waiver granted

by the Chief Information Officer shall be reported to the
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Office of Management and Budget, and copies shall be pro-

vided to Congress.

SEC. 621. None of the funds made available in this
Act for the United States Customs Service may be used to
allow the importation into the United States of any good,
ware, article, or merchandise mined, produced, or manufac-
tured by forced or indentured child labor, as determined
pursuant to section 307 of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C.
1307).

SEcC. 622. No part of any appropriation contained in
this or any other Act shall be available for the payment
of the salary of any officer or employee of the Federal Gov-
ernment, who—

(1) prohibits or prevents, or attempts or threat-
ens to prohibit or prevent, any other officer or em-
ployee of the Federal Government from having any
direct oral or written communication or contact with
any Member, committee, or subcommittee of the Con-
gress i connection with any matter pertaining to the
employment of such other officer or employee or per-
taining to the department or agency of such other of-
Jicer or employee . any way, irrespective of whether
such communication or contact is at the imitiative of

such other officer or employee or in response to the re-
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quest or inquiry of such Member, committee, or sub-
commattee; or

(2) removes, suspends from duty without pay,
demotes, reduces in rank, seniority, status, pay, or
performance of efficiency rating, denies promotion to,
relocates, reassigns, transfers, disciplines, or discrimi-
nates i regard to any employment right, entitlement,
or benefit, or any term or condition of employment of,
any other officer or employee of the Federal Govern-
ment, or attempts or threatens to commit any of the
foregoing actions with respect to such other officer or
employee, by reason of any communication or contact

Section 627(b) of the Treasury and General
Government Appropriations Act, 1999 (as contained in sec-
tion 101(h) of division A of Public Law 105—-277) is amend-
ed by striking “Notwithstanding” and inserting the fol-
lowing: “Effective on the date of the enactment of this Act
and thereafter, and notwithstanding”.

SEC. 624. Notwithstanding any provision of law, the
President, or his designee, must certify to Congress, annu-
ally, that no person or persons with direct or indirect re-

sponsibility for administering the Executive Office of the
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1 President’s Drug-Free Workplace Plan are themselves sub-

2 ject to a program of individual random drug testing.

Jorce the agreements in Standard Forms 312 and 4355 of
the Government or any other nondisclosure policy, form, or
agreement if such policy, form, or agreement does not con-
tain the following provisions: “These restrictions are con-
sistent with and do not supersede, conflict with, or otherwise
alter the employee obligations, rights, or liabilities created
by Executive Order No. 12958; section 7211 of title 5,
Unated States Code (governing disclosures to Congress); sec-
tion 1034 of title 10, Unated States Code, as amended by
the Military Whistleblower Protection Act (governing dis-
closure to Congress by members of the military); section
2302(b)(8) of title 5, Unated States Code, as amended by
the Whistleblower Protection Act (governing disclosures of
illegality, waste, fraud, abuse or public health or safety
threats); the Intelligence Identities Protection Act of 1982
(50 U.S.C. 421 et seq.) (governing disclosures that could ex-
pose confidential Government agents); and the statutes
which protect against disclosure that may compromaise the
national security, including sections 641, 793, 794, 798,
and 952 of title 18, Unated States Code, and section 4(b)
of the Subversive Activities Act of 1950 (50 U.S.C. 783(D)).

SEc. 630. The Secretary of the Treasury is authorized
to establish scientific certification standards for explosives
detection canines, and shall provide, on a reimbursable
basis, for the certification of explosives detection canines
employed by Federal agencies, or other agencies providing

explosives detection services at airports in the United

States.
SEC. 631. None of the funds made available in this
Act or any other Act may be used to provide any non-public

mformation such as mailing or telephone lists to any per-
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son or any organization outside of the Federal Government
without the approval of the Committees on Appropriations.

SEC. 632. No part of any appropriation contained in
this or any other Act shall be used for publicity or propa-
ganda purposes within the United States not heretofore au-
thorized by the Congress.

SEC. 633. (a) In this section the term “agency”—

(1) means an Executive agency as defined under
section 105 of title 5, United States Code;

(2) includes a military department as defined
under section 102 of such title, the Postal Service, and
the Postal Rate Commassion; and

(3) shall not include the General Accounting Of-
fice.

(b) Unless authorized in accordance with law or regu-
lations to use such tvme for other purposes, an employee
of an agency shall use official time in an honest effort to
perform official duties.

Sec. 701. SHORT TrrLE. This title may be cited as
the “Federal Employees Child Care Act”.
SEC. 702. DEFINITIONS. In this title (except as other-
wise provided in section 705):
(1)  ADMINISTRATOR.—The term  “Adminais-
trator” means the Administrator of General Services.
(2) CHILD CARE ACCREDITATION ENTITY.—The
term “child care accreditation entity” means a non-
profit private organization or public agency that—
(A) 1s recognized by a State agency or by
a national organization that serves as a peer re-
view panel on the standards and procedures of
public and private child care or school accred-
tting bodues; and
(B) accredits a facility to provide child care
on the basis of—

(1) an accreditation or credentialing
strument  based on  peer-validated re-
search;

(11) compliance with applicable State
or local licensing requirements, as appro-

priate, for the facility;
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(111) outside monitoring of the facility;
and

(iv) criteria that provide assurances
of—

(I) use of developmentally appro-
priate health and safety standards at
the facility;

(I1) use of developmentally appro-
priate educational activities, as an in-
tegral part of the child care program
carried out at the facility; and

(I11) use of ongoing staff develop-
ment or traiming activities for the staff
of the facility, including related skills-
based testing.

(3) ENTITY SPONSORING A CHILD CARE FACIL-
11v.—The term “entity sponsoring a child care facil-
ity” means a Federal agency that operates, or an en-
tity that enters into a contract or licensing agreement
with a Federal agency to operate, a child care facility
primarily for the use of Federal employees.

(4) EXECUTIVE AGENCY.~—The term “Krecutive
agency” has the meaning given the term in section
105 of title 5, United States Code, except that the

term—
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(A) does not include the Department of De-

fense and the Coast Guard; and
(B) includes the General Services Adminis-

tration, with respect to the administration of a

Jfacility described in paragraph (5)(B).

(5) EXECUTIVE FACILITY—The term “executive
Jfacility”—

(A) means a facility that is owned or leased
by an Executive agency; and

(B) includes a facility that is owned or
leased by the General Services Administration on
behalf of a judicial office.

(6) FEDERAL AGENCY.—The term “Federal agen-
cy”” means an Executive agency, a legislative office, or
a judicial office.

(7) JUDICIAL FACILITY.—The term “judicial fa-
cility” means a facility that is owned or leased by a
Judicial office (other than a facility that s also a fa-
cility described in paragraph (5)(B)).

(8) JupiciaL OFFICE.—The term “judicial of-
fice” means an entity of the judicial branch of the
Federal Government.

(9) LEGISLATIVE FACILITY.—The term “legisla-
tive facility” means a facility that s owned or leased

by a legislative office.
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(10) LEGISLATIVE OFFICE.—The term “legisla-
tive office” means an entity of the legislative branch
of the Federal Government.

(11) StATE.—The term “State” has the meaning
gwen the term in section 658P of the Child Care and
Development Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C.
9858n).

SEcC. 703. PROVIDING QUALITY CHILD CARE IN FED-

ERAL FACILITIES. (a) EXECUTIVE FACILITIES.—

(1) STATE AND LOCAL LICENSING REQUIRE-
MENTS.—
(A) IN GENERAL—Any entity sponsoring a
child care facility in an executive facility shall—
(1) comply with child care standards
described in paragraph (2) that are no less
stringent than applicable State or local -
censing requirements that are related to the
provision of child care in the State or local-
vty wmvolved; or
(11) obtain the applicable State or local
licenses, as appropriate, for the facility.
(B) CoMPLIANCE.—Not later than 6 months
after the date of enactment of this Act—
(1) the entity shall comply, or make

substantial progress (as determined by the
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Administrator) toward complying, with
subparagraph (A); and

(11) any contract or licensing agree-
ment used by an Executive agency for the
provision of child care services in the child
care facility shall include a condition that
the child care be provided by an entity that
complies with the standards described n
subparagraph (A)(v) or obtains the licenses

described in subparagraph (A)(11).

(2) HEALTH, SAFETY, AND FACILITY STAND-

ARDS.—The Administrator shall by regulation estab-

lish standards relating to health, safety, facilities, fa-

cility design, and other aspects of child care that the

Administrator determines to be appropriate for child

care 1 executive facilities, and requive child care fa-

cilities, and entities sponsoring child care facilities,

m executive facilities to comply with the standards.

The standards shall include requirements that child

care facilities be inspected for, and be free of, lead

hazards.

(3) ACCREDITATION STANDARDS.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator shall

issue requlations requiring, to the maximum ex-

tent possible, any entity sponsoring an eligible
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child care facility (as defined by the Adminis-
trator) in an executive facility to comply with
standards of a child care accreditation entity.

(B) ComPLIANCE.—The regulations shall re-
quire that, not later than 3 years after the date
of enactment of this Act—

(i) the entity shall comply, or make
substantial progress (as determined by the
Administrator) toward complying, with the
standards; and

(11) any contract or licensing agree-
ment used by an Executive agency for the
proviston of child care services in the child
care facility shall include a condition that
the child care be provided by an entity that
complies with the standards.

(4) EVALUATION AND COMPLIANCE.—

(A) IN GENERAL—The Administrator shall
evaluate the compliance, with the requirements of
paragraph (1) and the regulations issued pursu-
ant to paragraphs (2) and (3), as appropriate,
of child care facilities, and entities sponsoring
child care facilities, in executive facilities. The
Administrator may conduct the evaluation of

such a child care facility or entity directly, or
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through an agreement with another Federal
agency or prwate entity, other than the Federal
agency for which the child care facility 1s pro-
viding services. If the Administrator determaines,
on the basis of such an evaluation, that the child
care facility or entity 1s not in compliance with
the requirements, the Administrator shall notify
the Executive agency.

(B) EFFECT OF NONCOMPLIANCE.—On re-
ceipt of the notification of noncompliance issued
by the Administrator, the head of the Executive
agency shall—

(i) if the entity operating the child
care facility s the agency—

(I) not later than 2 business days
after the date of receipt of the notifica-
tion, correct any deficiencies that are
determined by the Administrator to be
life threatening or to present a risk of
sertous bodily harm;

(II) not later than 4 months after
the date of receipt of the notification,
develop and provide to the Adminis-
trator a plan to correct any other defi-

ciencies in the operation of the facility
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and bring the facility and entity into
compliance with the requirements;

(I11) provide the parents of the
children recerving child care services at
the child care facility and employees of
the facility with a notification detail-
mg the deficiencies described in sub-
clauses (I) and (II) and actions that
will be taken to correct the deficiencies,
and post a copy of the notification in
a conspicuous place in the facility for
5 working days or until the deficiencies
are corrected, whichever is later;

(IV) bring the child care facility
and entity into compliance with the re-
quirements and certify to the Adminis-
trator that the facility and entity are
m compliance, based on an onsite eval-
uation of the facility conducted by an
mdiwvidual with expertise in child care
health and safety; and

(V) in the event that deficiencies
determined by the Administrator to be
life threatening or to present a risk of

sertous bodily harm cannot be cor-
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rected within 2 business days after the
date of receipt of the notification, close
the child care facility, or the affected
portion of the facility, until the defi-
ciencies are corrected and notify the
Administrator of the closure; and

(i11) if the entity operating the child

care facility is a contractor or licensee of

the Executive agency—

(I) require the contractor or li-
censee, not later than 2 business days
after the date of receipt of the notifica-
tion, to correct any deficiencies that
are determined by the Administrator to
be life threatening or to present a risk
of serious bodily harm;

(II) require the contractor or li-
censee, not later than 4 months after
the date of receipt of the notification,
to develop and provide to the head of
the agency a plan to correct any other
deficiencies in the operation of the
child care facility and bring the facil-
ity and entity into compliance with

the requirements;
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(I11) require the contractor or li-
censee to provide the parents of the
children receiving child care services at
the child care facility and employees of
the facility with a notification detail-
g the deficiencies described in sub-
clauses (I) and (II) and actions that
will be taken to correct the deficiencies,
and to post a copy of the notification

m a conspicuous place i the facility

Jor 5 working days or until the defi-

ciencies are corrected, whichever 1s
later;

(IV) require the contractor or li-
censee to bring the child care facility
and entity into compliance with the re-
quirements and certify to the head of
the agency that the facility and entity
are 1 compliance, based on an onsite
evaluation of the facility conducted by
an independent entity with expertise
wm child care health and safety; and

(V) in the event that deficiencies
determined by the Admanistrator to be

life threatening or to present a risk of
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sertous bodily harm cannot be cor-
rected within 2 business days after the
date of receipt of the notification, close
the child care facility, or the affected
portion of the facility, until the defi-
ciencies are corrected and notify the
Admanistrator of the closure, which clo-
sure may be grounds for the vmmediate
termination or suspension of the con-
tract or license of the contractor or li-
censee.

(C) CoST REIMBURSEMENT.—The Executive
agency shall reimburse the Administrator for the
costs of carrying out subparagraph (A) for child
care facilities located in an executive facility
other than an executive facility of the General
Services Administration. If an entity 1is spon-
soring a chald care facility for 2 or more Krecu-
twve agencies, the Administrator shall allocate the
revmbursement costs with respect to the entity
among the agencies in a fair and equitable man-
ner, based on the extent to which each agency 1s
eligible to place children in the facility.

(5) DISCLOSURE OF PRIOR VIOLATIONS TO PAR-

ENTS AND FACILITY EMPLOYEES.—
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(A) IN GENERAL—The Administrator shall
wssue requlations that requive that each entity
sponsoring a child care facility in an executive
Jacility, upon recewpt by the child care facility or
the entity (as applicable) of a request by any in-
dwvidual who 15—

(1) a parent of any child enrolled at
the facility;

(11) a parent of a child for whom an
application has been submaitted to enroll at
the facility; or

(111) an employee of the facility;

shall provide to the individual the copies and de-
scription described in subparagraph (B).

(B) COPIES AND DESCRIPTION.—The entity
shall provide—

(1) copres of all notifications of defi-
ciencies that have been provided in the past
with respect to the facility under clause
(v )(ILI) or (1i)(I11), as applicable, of para-
graph (4)(B); and

(11) a description of the actions that

were taken to correct the deficiencies.

(b) LEGISLATIVE FACILITIES.—
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(1) ACCREDITATION.—The Chief Administrative
Officer of the House of Representatives, the Librarian
of Congress, and the head of a designated entity in
the Senate shall ensure that, not later than 1 year
after the date of enactment of this Act, the cor-
responding child care facility obtains accreditation by
a child care accreditation entity, in accordance with
the accreditation standards of the entity.

(2) REGULATIONS.—

(A) IN GENERAL—If the corresponding
child care facility does not maintain accredita-
tion status with a child care accreditation enti-
ty, the Chief Administrative Officer of the House
of Representatives, the Librarian of Congress, or
the head of the designated entity in the Senate
shall 1ssue requlations governing the operation of
the corresponding child care facility, to ensure
the safety and quality of care of children placed
m the facility. The regulations shall be no less
stringent in content and effect than the require-
ments of subsection (a)(1) and the regulations
wssued by the Admanistrator under paragraphs
(2) and (3) of subsection (a), except to the extent

that appropriate administrative officers malke
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the determination described in  subparagraph

(B).

(B) MODIFICATION MORE EFFECTIVE.—The
determination referred to in subparagraph (A) is

a determanation, for good cause shown and stat-

ed together with the regulations, that a modifica-

tion of the requlations would be more effective for
the 1mplementation of the requirements and
standards described in subsection (a) for the cor-
responding child care facilities, and entities
sponsoring the corresponding child care facilities,

e legislative facilities.

(3) CORRESPONDING CHILD CARE FACILITY.—In
this subsection, the term “corresponding child care fa-
cility”, used with respect to the Chief Administrative
Officer, the Librarian, or the head of a designated en-
tity described in paragraph (1), means a child care
Jacility operated by, or under a contract or licensing
agreement with, an office of the House of Representa-
twves, the Library of Congress, or an office of the Sen-
ate, respectively.

(¢) JUDICIAL BRANCH STANDARDS AND COMPLI-
ANCE.—

(1) STATE AND LOCAL LICENSING REQUIRE-

MENTS HEALTH, SAFETY, AND FACILITY STANDARDS,
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AND  ACCREDITATION STANDARDS.—The Director of
the Administrative Office of the United States Courts
shall issue regulations for child care facilities, and en-
tities sponsoring child care facilities, in judicial fa-
cilities, which shall be no less stringent in content
and effect than the requirements of subsection (a)(1)
and the regulations issued by the Administrator
under paragraphs (2) and (3) of subsection (a), except
to the extent that the Director may determine, for
good cause shown and stated together with the requla-
tions, that a modification of such requlations would
be more effective for the implementation of the re-
quirements and standards described in paragraphs
(1), (2), and (3) of subsection (a) for child care facili-

ties, and entities sponsoring child care facilities, in

Judicial facilities.

(2) EVALUATION AND COMPLIANCE.—

(A) DIRECTOR OF THE ADMINISTRATIVE OF-
FICE OF THE UNITED STATES COURTS.—The Di-
rector of the Administrative Office of the United
States Courts shall have the same authorities
and duties with respect to the evaluation of, com-
pliance of, and cost revmbursement for child care
Jfacilities, and entities sponsoring child care fa-

cilities, in judicial facilities as the Admainis-
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trator has under subsection (a)(4) with respect to
the evaluation of, compliance of, and cost reim-
bursement for such centers and entities spon-
soring such centers, in executive facilities.

(B) HEAD OF A JUDICIAL OFFICE.—The
head of a judicial office shall have the same au-
thorities and duties with respect to the compli-
ance of and cost revmbursement for child care fa-
cilities, and entities sponsoring child care facili-
ties, in judicial facilities as the head of an Exec-
utwe agency has under subsection (a)(4) with re-
spect to the compliance of and cost reimburse-
ment for such centers and entities sponsoring
such centers, in executive facilities.

(d) APPLICATION.—Notwithstanding any other provi-
ston of this section, if 8 or more child care facilities are
sponsored n facilities owned or leased by an Executive
agency, the Administrator shall delegate to the head of the
agency the evaluation and compliance responsibilities as-
signed to the Administrator under subsection (a)(4)(A).

(¢) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE, STUDIES, AND RE-
VIEWS.—The Administrator may provide technical assist-
ance, and conduct and provide the results of studies and
reviews, for Fxecutive agencies, and entities sponsoring

child care facilities in executive facilities, on a revmbursable
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basis, in order to assist the entities in complying with this
section. The Chief Administrative Officer of the House of
Representatives, the Librarian of Congress, the head of the
designated Senate entity described in subsection (b), and
the Director of the Administrative Office of the United
States Courts, may provide technical assistance, and con-
duct and provide the results of studies and reviews, or re-
quest that the Admainistrator provide technical assistance,
and conduct and provide the results of studies and reviews,
Jfor legislative offices and judicial offices, as appropriate,
and entities operating child care facilities in legislative fa-
cilities or judicial facilities, as appropriate, on a revmburs-
able basis, i order to assist the entities in complying with
this section.

(f) INTERAGENCY COUNCIL.—

(1) ComPOSITION.—The Administrator shall es-

tablish an interagency council, comprised of—

(A) representatives of all Executive agencies
described n subsection (d) and other Krecutive
agencies at the election of the heads of the agen-
cles;

(B) a representative of the Chief Adminis-
trative Officer of the House of Representatives, at

the election of the Chief Administrative Officer;
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(C) a representative of the head of the des-

tgnated Senate entity described in subsection (b),

at the election of the head of the entity;

(D) a representative of the Librarian of

Congress, at the election of the Librarian; and

(E) a representative of the Director of the

Administrative  Office of the United States

Courts, at the election of the Director.

(2) FUNCTIONS.—The council shall facilitate co-
operation and sharing of best practices, and develop
and coordinate policy, regarding the provision of
child care, including the provision of areas for nurs-
g mothers and other lactation support facilities and
services, in the Federal Government.

(9) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 1is
authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section
$900,000 for fiscal year 2000 and such sums as may be
necessary for each subsequent fiscal year.

Sec. 704. FEDERAL CHILD CARE EVALUATION. (a) IN
GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after the date of enact-
ment of this Act, the Administrator and the Director of the
Office of Personnel Management shall jointly prepare and
submit to Congress a report that evaluates child care pro-

vided by entities sponsoring child care facilities in executive

25 facilities, legislative facilities, or judicial facilities.
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(b) CONTENTS.—The evaluation shall contain, at «a
MANIMUIM—

(1) information on the number of children re-
cerving child care described in subsection (a), ana-
lyzed by age, including information on the number of
those children who are age 6 through 12;

(2) information on the number of families not
using child care described in subsection (a) because of
the cost of the child care; and

(3) recommendations for improving the quality
and cost effectiveness of child care described 1n sub-
section (a), including recommendations of options for
creating an optimal organizational structure and
using best practices for the delivery of the child care.
SEc. 705. CHILD CARE SERVICES FOR FEDERAL KM-

PLOYEES. (a) IN GENERAL.—In addition to services author-
1zed to be provided by an agency of the Unated States pursu-
ant to section 616 of the Act of December 22, 1987 (40
U.S.C. 490b), an Executive agency that provides or pro-
poses to provide child care services for Federal employees
may use agency funds to provide the child care services,
m a facility that s owned or leased by an Executive agency,

or through a contractor, for civilian employees of the agen-

cy.
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(b) AFFORDABILITY.—Funds so used with respect to
any such facility or contractor shall be applied to improve
the affordability of child care for lower income Federal em-
ployees using or seeking to use the child care services offered
by the facility or contractor.

(¢) REGULATIONS.—The Administrator after consulta-
tion with the Director of the Office of Personnel Manage-
ment, shall, within 180 days after the date of enactment
of this Act, issue requlations necessary to carry out this sec-
tion.

(d) DEFINITION.—For purposes of this section, the
term “Executive agency” has the meaning given the term
by section 105 of title 5, United States Code, but does not
mclude the General Accounting Office.

SEC. 706. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS RELATING TO
Cuirp CARE PROVIDED BY FEDERAL AGENCIES. (a) AVAIL-
ABILITY OF FEDERAL CHILD CARE CENTERS FOR ONSITE
CONTRACTORS; PERCENTAGE (OAL.—=Section 616 of the
Act of December 22, 1987 (40 U.S.C. 490b) 1s amended—

(1) in subsection (a)—

(A) by striking “officer or agency of the
Unated States” and inserting “Federal agency or
officer of a Federal agency”; and

(B) by striking paragraphs (2) and (3) and

mserting the following:
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“(2) the officer or agency determines that the

space will be used to provide child care and related
services to—
“(A) children of Federal employees or onsite
Federal contractors; or
“(B) dependent children who live with Fed-
eral employees or onsite Federal contractors; and
“(3) the officer or agency determines that the in-
dwidual or entity will give priority for available
child care and related services in the space to Federal
employees and onsite Federal contractors.”; and
(2) by adding at the end the following:

“le)(1)(A) The Administrator of General Services shall
confirm that at least 50 percent of aggregate enrollment in
Federal child care centers governmentwide are children of
Federal employees or onsite Federal contractors, or depend-
ent children who live with Federal employees or onsite Fed-
eral contractors.

“(B) Each provider of child care services at an indi-
vidual Federal child care center shall maintain 50 percent
of the enrollment at the center of children described under
subparagraph (A) as a goal for enrollment at the center.

“(C)(v) If enrollment at a center does not meet the per-
centage goal under subparagraph (B), the provider shall de-

velop and implement a business plan with the sponsoring
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Federal agency to achieve the goal within a reasonable time-
frame.

“(11) The plan shall be approved by the Administrator
of General Services based on—

“(1) compliance of the plan with standards es-
tablished by the Administrator; and

“(II) the effect of the plan on achieving the ag-
gregate Federal enrollment percentage goal.

“(2) The Administrator of General Services Adminis-
tration may enter into public-private partnerships or con-
tracts with nongovernmental entities to increase the capac-
wty, quality, affordability, or range of child care and related
services and may, on a demonstration basis, waive sub-
sectron (a)(3) and paragraph (1) of this subsection.”.

(b) PAYMENT OF (COSTS OF TRAINING PROGRAMS.—
Section 616(b)(3) of such Act (40 U.S.C. 490b(b)(3)) s
amended to read as follows:

“(3) If a Federal agency has a child care facility in
a Federal space, or is a sponsoring agency for a child care
facility in a Federal space, the agency or the General Serv-
wees Admanistration may pay accreditation fees, including
renewal fees, for that center to be accredited. Any Federal
agency that provides or proposes to provide child care serv-
vees for children referred to in subsection (a)(2), may revm-

burse any Federal employee or any person employed to pro-
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vide the services for the costs of traiming programs, con-

ferences, and meetings and related travel, transportation,

and subsistence expenses incurred i connection with those
activities. Any per diem allowance made under this section
shall not exceed the rate specified in requlations prescribed
under section 5707 of title 5, United States Code.”.

(¢) TECHNICAL AND CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.—

(1) by nserting “Federal” before “child care cen-
ters”; and
(2) by striking “Federal workers” and inserting

“Federal employees”.

(d) PROVISION OF CHILD CARE BY PRIVATE KNTI-
TIES.—Section 616(d) of such Act (40 U.S.C. 490b(d)) s
amended to read as follows:

“(d)(1) If a Federal agency has a child care facility
m a Federal space, or is a sponsoring agency for a child
care facility i a Federal space, the agency, the child care
center board of directors, or the General Services Adminis-
tration may enter into an agreement with 1 or more private

entities under which the private entities would assist in de-

fraying the general operating expenses of the child care pro-

viders including salaries and tuition assistance programs

at the facility.
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“(2)(A) Notwithstanding any other provision of law,

if a Federal agency does not have a child care program,
or if the Administrator of General Services has identified
a need for child care for Federal employees at a Federal
agency providing child care services that do not meet the
requirements of subsection (a), the agency or the Adminis-
trator may enter into an agreement with a non-Federal,
licensed, and accredited child care facility, or a planned
child care facility that will become licensed and accredited,
Jor the provision of child care services for children of Fed-
eral employees.

“(B) Before entering into an agreement, the head of
the Federal agency shall determine that child care services
to be provided through the agreement are more cost effec-
twely provided through the arrangement than through es-
tablishment of a Federal child care facility.

“(C) The Federal agency may provide any of the serv-
wces described in subsection (b)(3) if, in exchange for the
services, the facility reserves child care spaces for children
referrved to in subsection (a)(2), as agreed to by the parties.
The cost of any such services provided by a Federal agency
to a Federal child care facility on behalf of another Federal
agency shall be revmbursed by the recewving agency.

“(3) This subsection does not apply to residential child

care programs.”.
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(¢) PILor PrOJECTS.—Section 616 of such Act (40

U.S.C. 490b) s further amended by adding at the end the
Jollowing:

“f)(1) Upon approval of the agency head, a Federal
agency may conduct a pilot project not otherwise authorized
by law for no more than 2 years to test imnovative ap-
proaches to providing alternative forms of quality child care
assistance for Federal employees. A Federal agency head
may extend a pilot project for an additional 2-year period.
Before any pilot project may be implemented, a determina-
tion shall be made by the agency head that initiating the
pilot project would be more cost-effective than establishing
a new Federal child care facility. Costs of any pilot project
shall be paid solely by the agency conducting the pilot
project.

“(2) The Administrator of General Services shall serve
as an information clearinghouse for pilot projects initiated
by other Federal agencies to disseminate information con-
cerning the pilot projects to the other Federal agencies.

“(3) Within 6 months after completion of the initial
2-year pilot project period, a Federal agency conducting a
pilot project under this subsection shall provide for an eval-
uation of the impact of the project on the delivery of child
care services to Federal employees, and shall submit the re-

sults of the evaluation to the Administrator of General Serv-
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wces. The Admanistrator shall share the results with other
Federal agencies.”.
(f) BACKGROUND CHECK.—RSection 616 of such Act (40

U.S.C. 490b) is further amended by adding at the end the

Jollowing:

“(g) Each Federal child care center located in a Fed-
eral space shall ensure that each employee of the center (in-
cluding any employee whose employment began before the
date of enactment of this subsection) shall undergo a crimi-
nal hastory background check consistent with section 231
of the Crime Control Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 13041).”.

(9) DEFINITIONS.—Section 616 of such Act (40 U.S.C.
4900) s further amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing:

“(h) In this section:

“(1) The term ‘Federal agency’ has the meaning
given the term ‘Executive agency’ in section 702 of
the Federal Employees Child Care Act.

“(2) The terms ‘Federal building’ and ‘Federal
space’ have the meanings given the term ‘executive fa-
cility’ in such section 702.

“(3) The term ‘Federal child care center’ means
a child care center in an executive facility, as defined

wm such section 702.
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“(4) The terms ‘Federal contractor’ and ‘Federal

employee’ mean a contractor and an employee, respec-

twely, of an Executive agency, as defined in such sec-

tion 702.”.
