SECTION 1. REAUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 405 of the Ethics in Gov-
ernment Act of 1978 (5 U.S.C. App.) is amended by striking
“1997 through 1999 and inserting “2000 through 2003

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This section shall take effect
on October 1, 1999.

SEC. 2. AMENDMENT TO DEFINITION OF “SPECIAL GOVERN-
MENT EMPLOYEE”.

(a) AMENDMENT TO SECTION 202(a).—Subsection (a)
of section 202 of title 18, Unated States Code, is amended
to read as follows:

“la) For the purpose of sections 203, 205, 207, 208,
209, and 219 of this title the term ‘special Government em-
ployee’ shall mean—

“(1) an officer or employee as defined in sub-

section (c¢) who 1is retained, designated, appointed, or
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employed i the legislative or executive branch of the
United States Government, in any independent agen-
cy of the Unated States, or in the government of the
District of Columbia, and who, at the time of reten-
tion, designation, appointment, or employment, is ex-
pected to perform temporary duties on a full-time or
wtermittent basis for not to exceed 130 days during
any period of 365 consecutive days;

“(2) a part-time United States commissioner;

“(3) a part-time United States magistrate;

“(4) an independent counsel appointed under
chapter 40 of title 28 and any person appointed by
that independent counsel under section 594(c) of title
28;

“(5) a person serving as a part-time local rep-
resentative of a Member of Congress in the Member’s
home district or State; and

“(6) a Reserve officer of the Armed Forces, or an
officer of the National Guard of the United States,
who 1s not otherwise an officer or employee as defined

“(4) on active duty solely for training (not-

withstanding section 2105(d) of title 5);
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“(B) serving voluntarily for not to exceed

130 days during any period of 365 consecutive
