SECTION 1. REVISION TO DEFINITION OF VIETNAM ERA.3

Paragraph (29) of section 101 of title 38, United4

States Code, is amended to read as follows:5
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‘‘(29) The term ‘Vietnam era’ means the period be-1

ginning on February 28, 1961, and ending on May 7,2

1975.’’.3
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
