SECTION 1. ATTORNEYS’ FEES FOR INDEPENDENT COUN-3

SEL INVESTIGATION.4

Section 593(f)(1) of title 28, United States Code, is5

amended by striking ‘‘may, if no indictment is brought6

against such individual pursuant to that investigation,7
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award reimbursement for those reasonable attorneys’1

fees’’ and inserting ‘‘may—2

‘‘(A) if no indictment is brought against3

such individual pursuant to that investigation,4

or5

‘‘(B) if an indictment is brought against6

such individual pursuant to that investigation7

but such individual is found not guilty of any8

offense charged in the indictment,9

award reimbursement for those reasonable attorneys’10

fees’’.11

SEC. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE.12

The amendment made by section 1 shall take effect13

with respect to investigations begun before the date of the14

enactment of this Act.15
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
