SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Who Is E-Mailing Our4

Kids Act’’.5

tronic mail, in a manner that prevents—23
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‘‘(I) anyone receiving such mail1

from accessing the electronic mail ad-2

dress of the sender; or3

‘‘(II) the creation or recording,4

by the computer used for sending the5

electronic mail, of a record that the6

mail was sent, of the content of the7

mail, of the address to which the mail8

was sent, or of the time, date, or9

sender of the mail; and10

‘‘(ii) with respect to accessing the11

World Wide Web, in a manner that pre-12

vents the creation or recording, by the13

computer used for such access or by the14

network of which such computer is a part,15

of any record of the World Wide Web sites16

accessed by such computer or the identity17

of the user who, or account that, accessed18

such web sites.’’.19

(d) REQUIREMENT FOR SCHOOLS AND LIBRARIES OF20

POLICY REGARDING ANONYMOUS INTERNET ACCESS.—21

Section 254 of the Communications Act of 1934 (4722

U.S.C. 254) is amended by adding at the end the following23

new subsection:24
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‘‘(m) REQUIREMENT FOR SCHOOLS AND LIBRARIES1

OF POLICY REGARDING ANONYMOUS INTERNET AC-2

CESS.—3

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In carrying out its respon-4

sibilities under subsection (h), each school or library5

to which subsection (h) applies shall—6

‘‘(A) adopt and implement a policy regard-7

ing anonymous Internet connection that8

addresses—9

‘‘(i) the use of the computers of the10

school or library to obtain inappropriate11

anonymous access to the Internet and the12

World Wide Web or to inappropriately13

send electronic mail anonymously; and14

‘‘(ii) measures designed to restrict ac-15

cess to any online privacy service that en-16

ables a user—17

‘‘(I) to send electronic mail anon-18

ymously; or19

‘‘(II) to access the World Wide20

Web anonymous; and21

‘‘(B) provide reasonable public notice and22

hold at least one public hearing or meeting to23

address the proposed policy regarding anony-24

mous Internet access.25
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‘‘(2) LOCAL DETERMINATION OF ONLINE PRI-1

VACY SERVICE.—A determination regarding what is2

inappropriate anonymous access to the Internet and3

the World Wide Web or what is inappropriate send-4

ing of electronic mail anonymously shall be made by5

the school board, local educational agency, library,6

or other authority responsible for making the deter-7

mination. No agency or instrumentality of the8

United States Government may—9

‘‘(A) establish criteria for making such de-10

termination;11

‘‘(B) review the determination made by the12

certifying school, school board, local educational13

agency, library, or other authority; or14

‘‘(C) consider the criteria employed by the15

certifying school, school board, local educational16

agency, library, or other authority in the ad-17

ministration of subsection (h)(1)(B).18

‘‘(3) AVAILABILITY FOR REVIEW.—Each policy19

regarding anonymous Internet access adopted under20

this subsection shall be made available to the Com-21

mission, upon request of the Commission, by the22

school, school board, local educational agency, li-23

brary, or other authority responsible for adopting24

such Internet safety policy for purposes of the re-25
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view of such Internet safety policy by the Commis-1

sion.2

‘‘(4) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This subsection shall3

apply with respect to schools and libraries on or4

after the date that is 120 days after the date of the5

enactment of the Who Is E-Mailing Our Kids Act.’’.6

(e) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by7

this section shall take effect 120 days after the date of8

the enactment of this Act.9
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
