(a) PROCUREMENT OF EQUIPMENT SUITABLE FOR5

COUNTER-TERRORISM ACTIVITIES.—Section 381 of title6

10, United States Code, is amended—7

(1) by inserting ‘‘or counter-terrorism’’ after8

‘‘counter-drug’’ each place it appears in the first9

sentence of subsection (a)(1), subsection (a)(1)(A),10

subsection (c), and subsection (d)(3); and11

(2) in subsection (d)(3), by inserting after the12

first sentence the following new sentence: ‘‘Equip-13

ment suitable for counter-terrorism activities in-14

cludes equipment suitable for use to respond to and15

manage the consequences of an act of terrorism.’’.16

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENTS.—(1) The heading of17

such section is amended to read as follows:18

‘‘§ 381. Procurement by State and local governments19

of law enforcement equipment through20

the Department of Defense’’.21

(2) The table of sections at the beginning of chapter22

18 of such title is amended by striking the item relating23

to section 381 and inserting the following new item:24
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‘‘381. Procurement by State and local governments of law enforcement equip-

ment through the Department of Defense.’’.
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
