(2) in paragraph (1), by striking ‘‘or’’ at the7

end;8

(3) in paragraph (2), by striking ‘‘death.’’ and9

inserting ‘‘death; or’’; and10

(4) by inserting after paragraph (2) the fol-11

lowing new paragraph:12

‘‘(3) if there is no person who qualifies for pay-13

ment under paragraph (1) or (2), or if such person14

dies before receiving payment, to the legal represent-15

ative of the estate of the deceased individual, if16

any.’’.17

SEC. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE.18
