(2) in paragraph (4)—

(i) by striking “‘within 180 days”, and
(i1) by striking “but only’” and insert-
ing “less”, and
(B) by amending subparagraph (B) to read
as follows:
“(B) the ageregate amount paid by the es-

tate on behalf of such employees to any other

employee benefit plan.”.

SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE; APPLICATION OF AMENDMENTS.

in a bankruptcy court of the United States on or after

the date of the enactment of this Act.
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
