Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. EXTENSION OF DEADLINE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 245(1)(1)(B)(1) of the Im-
migration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1255(1)(1)(B)(i))

is amended by striking “April 30, 2001” and inserting
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“April 30, 20027,
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1 (b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
2 subsection (a) shall take effect as if included in the enact-
3 ment of the Liegal Immigration Family Equity Act (as en-
4 acted into law by Public Law 106-553).
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
