Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

SEC. 2. COVERAGE OF DIABETIC FOOT SORE APPARATUS

AS DME.

(a) COVERAGE.—The term durable medical equip-
ment, as defined in section 1861(n) of the Social Security
Act (42 U.S.C. 1395x(n)), is deemed to include a qualified
diabetic foot sore apparatus, as defined in subsection (¢).

(b) PAYMENT.—Payment for a qualified diabetic foot
sore apparatus shall be made in the manner provided for
under section 1834(a)(2) of such Act (42 U.S.C.
1395m(a)(2)) (relating to payment for inexpensive and
other routinely purchased durable medical equipment).

(¢) DEFINITION.—The term “qualified diabetic foot
sore apparatus’” means an apparatus consisting of a mir-
ror and a handle that is used by individuals with diabetes
to detect or monitor foot sore complications resulting from
diabetes, as approved by the Secretary.

(d) EFrFECTIVE DATE.—The provisions of this sec-
tion shall take effect on October 1, 2003, and apply to

1items furnished on or after that date.
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
