SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Ginseng Labeling Cor-
rection Act”.

SEC. 2. DELAYED EFFECTIVE DATE REGARDING GINSENG
LABELING.

Section 403(u) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cos-
metic Act (21 U.S.C. 343(u); 116 Stat. 526), and section
