AN ACT 
Making appropriations for the Departments of Transpor-

tation and Treasury, and independent agencies for the 

fiscal year ending September 30, 2004, and for other 

purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2
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That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 1

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 2

Departments of Transportation and Treasury and inde-3

pendent agencies for the fiscal year ending September 30, 4

2004, and for other purposes, namely: 5

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 9

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Secretary, 10

$93,577,000 (increased by $500,000), of which not to ex-11

ceed $2,212,000 shall be available for the immediate Of-12

fice of the Secretary; not to exceed $841,000 shall be 13

available for the immediate Office of the Deputy Sec-14

retary; not to exceed $15,560,000 shall be available for 15

the Office of the General Counsel; not to exceed 16

$12,717,000 shall be available for the Office of the Under 17

Secretary of Transportation for Policy; not to exceed 18

$8,630,000 shall be available for the Office of the Assist-19

ant Secretary for Budget and Programs; not to exceed 20

$2,518,000 shall be available for the Office of the Assist-21

ant Secretary for Governmental Affairs; not to exceed 22

$28,882,000 shall be available for the Office of the Assist-23

ther, That not to exceed $60,000 shall be for allocation 18

within the Department for official reception and represen-19

tation expenses as the Secretary may determine: Provided 20

further, That notwithstanding any other provision of law, 21

excluding fees authorized in Public Law 107–71, there 22

may be credited to this appropriation up to $2,500,000 23

in funds received in user fees: Provided further, That none 24
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of the funds provided in this Act shall be available for 1

the position of Assistant Secretary for Public Affairs. 2

For necessary expenses of the Office of Civil Rights, 4

TRANSPORTATION PLANNING, RESEARCH, AND 6

For necessary expenses for conducting transportation 8

planning, research, systems development, development ac-9

tivities, and making grants, to remain available until ex-10

pended, $8,336,000. 11

WORKING CAPITAL FUND 12

Necessary expenses for operating costs and capital 13

outlays of the Working Capital Fund, not to exceed 14

$116,715,000, shall be paid from appropriations made 15

available to the Department of Transportation: Provided, 16

That such services shall be provided on a competitive basis 17

For the cost of guaranteed loans, $500,000, as au-6

thorized by 49 U.S.C. 332: Provided, That such costs, in-7

cluding the cost of modifying such loans, shall be as de-8

fined in section 502 of the Congressional Budget Act of 9

1974: Provided further, That these funds are available to 10

subsidize total loan principal, any part of which is to be 11

guaranteed, not to exceed $18,367,000. In addition, for 12

administrative expenses to carry out the guaranteed loan 13

program, $400,000. 14

MINORITY BUSINESS OUTREACH 15

For necessary expenses of Minority Business Re-16

source Center outreach activities, $3,000,000, to remain 17

available until September 30, 2005: Provided, That not-18

withstanding 49 U.S.C. 332, these funds may be used for 19

business opportunities related to any mode of transpor-20

tation. 21

NEW HEADQUARTERS BUILDING 22

For necessary expenses of the Department of Trans-23

portation’s new headquarters building and related serv-24

ices, $45,000,000, to remain available until expended. 25
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FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION 1

OPERATIONS 2

For necessary expenses of the Federal Aviation Ad-3

ministration, not otherwise provided for, including oper-4

ations and research activities related to commercial space 5

transportation, administrative expenses for research and 6

development, establishment of air navigation facilities, the 7

operation (including leasing) and maintenance of aircraft, 8

subsidizing the cost of aeronautical charts and maps sold 9

to the public, lease or purchase of passenger motor vehi-10

cles for replacement only, in addition to amounts made 11

available by Public Law 104–264, $7,532,000,000, of 12

which $4,043,000,000 shall be derived from the Airport 13

and Airway Trust Fund, of which not to exceed 14

$6,076,724,000 shall be available for air traffic services 15

program activities; not to exceed $870,505,000 shall be 16

available for aviation regulation and certification program 17

activities; not to exceed $218,481,000 shall be available 18

may be credited to this appropriation funds received from 9

States, counties, municipalities, foreign authorities, other 10

public authorities, and private sources, for expenses in-11

curred in the provision of agency services, including re-12

ceipts for the maintenance and operation of air navigation 13

facilities, and for issuance, renewal or modification of cer-14

tificates, including airman, aircraft, and repair station cer-15

tificates, or for tests related thereto, or for processing 16

major repair or alteration forms: Provided further, That 17

of the funds appropriated under this heading, not less 18

than $7,500,000 shall be for the contract tower cost-shar-19

ing program: Provided further, That funds may be used 20

to enter into a grant agreement with a nonprofit standard-21

setting organization to assist in the development of avia-22

tion safety standards: Provided further, That none of the 23

funds in this Act shall be available for new applicants for 24

the second career training program: Provided further, 25
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That none of the funds in this Act shall be available for 1

paying premium pay under 5 U.S.C. 5546(a) to any Fed-2

eral Aviation Administration employee unless such em-3

ployee actually performed work during the time cor-4

responding to such premium pay: Provided further, That 5

none of the funds in this Act may be obligated or expended 6

to operate a manned auxiliary flight service station in the 7

contiguous United States: Provided further, That none of 8

the funds in this Act for aeronautical charting and cartog-9

raphy are available for activities conducted by, or coordi-10

nated through, the Working Capital Fund: Provided fur-11

ther, That of the amount appropriated under this heading, 12

not to exceed $50,000 may be transferred to the Aircraft 13

Loan Purchase Guarantee Program: Provided further, 14

That not later than March 1, 2004, the Secretary of 15

Transportation, in consultation with the Administrator of 16

the Federal Aviation Administration, shall issue final reg-17

ulations, pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 8335, establishing an ex-18

emption process allowing individual air traffic controllers 19

to delay mandatory retirement until the employee reaches 20

no later than 61 years of age: Provided further, That of 21

the funds provided under this heading, $4,000,000 is 22

available only for recruitment, personnel compensation 23

and benefits, and related costs to raise the level of oper-24

ational air traffic control supervisors to the level of 1,726: 25
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Provided further, That none of the funds in this Act may 1

be obligated or expended to execute or continue to imple-2

ment a memorandum of understanding or memorandum 3

of agreement (or any revisions thereto) with representa-4

tives of any FAA bargaining unit unless such document 5

is filed in a central registry and catalogued in an auto-6

mated, searchable database under the executive direction 7

of appropriate management representatives at FAA head-8

quarters: Provided further, That none of the funds in this 9

Act may be obligated or expended for an employee of the 10

Federal Aviation Administration to purchase a store gift 11

card or gift certificate through use of a Government-issued 12

credit card. 13

FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT 14

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 15

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided for, 16

for acquisition, establishment, technical support services, 17

improvement by contract or purchase, and hire of air navi-18

gation and experimental facilities and equipment, as au-19

thorized under part A of subtitle VII of title 49, United 20

States Code, including initial acquisition of necessary sites 21

by lease or grant; engineering and service testing, includ-22

ing construction of test facilities and acquisition of nec-23

essary sites by lease or grant; construction and furnishing 24

of quarters and related accommodations for officers and 25
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employees of the Federal Aviation Administration sta-1

tioned at remote localities where such accommodations are 2

not available; and the purchase, lease, or transfer of air-3

craft from funds available under this heading; to be de-4

rived from the Airport and Airway Trust Fund, 5

$2,900,000,000 (reduced by $2,000,000) (increased by 6

$2,000,000), of which $2,479,158,800 shall remain avail-7

able until September 30, 2006, and of which 8

$420,841,200 shall remain available until September 30, 9

2004: Provided, That there may be credited to this appro-10

priation funds received from States, counties, municipali-11

ties, other public authorities, and private sources, for ex-12

penses incurred in the establishment and modernization 13

of air navigation facilities: Provided further, That upon ini-14

tial submission to the Congress of the fiscal year 2005 15

President’s budget, the Secretary of Transportation shall 16

transmit to the Congress a comprehensive capital invest-17

ment plan for the Federal Aviation Administration which 18

includes funding for each budget line item for fiscal years 19

2005 through 2009, with total funding for each year of 20

the plan constrained to the funding targets for those years 21

as estimated and approved by the Office of Management 22

and Budget: Provided further, That of the funds provided 23

for ‘‘In-plant NAS contract support services’’, $7,000,000 24

is only for contract audit services provided by the Defense 25
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Contract Audit Agency: Provided further, That of the 1

funds provided under this heading, $20,000,000 is avail-2

able only for the Houston Area Air Traffic System: Pro-3

vided further, That none of the funds in this Act may be 4

obligated or expended to implement section 106 of H.R. 5

2115, as passed the House of Representatives on June 12, 6

2003. 7

RESEARCH, ENGINEERING, AND DEVELOPMENT 8

(AIRPORT AND AIRWAY TRUST FUND) 9

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided for, 10

for research, engineering, and development, as authorized 11

under part A of subtitle VII of title 49, United States 12

Code, including construction of experimental facilities and 13

acquisition of necessary sites by lease or grant, 14

$108,000,000, to be derived from the Airport and Airway 15

Trust Fund and to remain available until September 30, 16

2006: Provided, That there may be credited to this appro-17

priation funds received from States, counties, municipali-18

ties, other public authorities, and private sources, for ex-19

penses incurred for research, engineering, and develop-20

ment. 21

GENERAL PROVISIONS—FEDERAL AVIATION 22

ADMINISTRATION 23

SEC. 101. Notwithstanding any other provision of 24

law, airports may transfer, without consideration, to the 25

Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) instrument land-1

ing systems (along with associated approach lighting 2

equipment and runway visual range equipment) which 3

conform to FAA design and performance specifications, 4

the purchase of which was assisted by a Federal airport-5

aid program, airport development aid program or airport 6

improvement program grant: Provided, That, the Federal 7

Aviation Administration shall accept such equipment, 8

which shall thereafter be operated and maintained by FAA 9

in accordance with agency criteria.

None of the funds in this Act shall be used 21

to pursue or adopt guidelines or regulations requiring air-22

port sponsors to provide to the Federal Aviation Adminis-23

tration without cost building construction, maintenance, 24

utilities and expenses, or space in airport sponsor-owned 25
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buildings for services relating to air traffic control, air 1

navigation, or weather reporting: Provided, That the pro-2

hibition of funds in this section does not apply to negotia-3

tions between the agency and airport sponsors to achieve 4

agreement on ‘‘below-market’’ rates for these items or to 5

grant assurances that require airport sponsors to provide 6

land without cost to the FAA for air traffic control facili-7

ties.

SEC. 105. None of the funds appropriated or limited 9

by this Act may be used to change weight restrictions or 10

prior permission rules at Teterboro Airport in Teterboro, 11

New Jersey.

Notwithstanding any other provision of 13

law, funds appropriated for official travel by Federal de-14

partments and agencies may be used by such departments 15

and agencies, if consistent with Office of Management and 16

Budget circular A–126 regarding official travel for Gov-17

ernment personnel, to participate in the fractional aircraft 18

ownership pilot program. 19

FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION 20

LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES 21

Necessary expenses for administration and operation 22

of the Federal Highway Administration, not to exceed 23

$359,458,000, shall be paid in accordance with law from 24

appropriations made available by this Act to the Federal 25
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Highway Administration together with advances and reim-1

bursements received by the Federal Highway Administra-2

tion. 3

FEDERAL-AID HIGHWAYS 4

(LIMITATION ON OBLIGATIONS) 5

(HIGHWAY TRUST FUND) 6

None of the funds in this Act shall be available for 7

the implementation or execution of programs, the obliga-8

tions for which are in excess of $33,385,000,000 for Fed-9

eral-aid highways and highway safety construction pro-10

grams for fiscal year 2004: Provided, That within the 11

$33,385,000,000 obligation limitation on Federal-aid 12

highways and highway safety construction programs, not 13

more than $462,500,000 shall be available for the imple-14

mentation or execution of programs for transportation re-15

search (sections 502, 503, 504, 506, 507, and 508 of title 16

23, United States Code, as amended; section 5505 of title 17

49, United States Code, as amended; and sections 5112 18

and 5204–5209 of Public Law 105–178) for fiscal year 19

2004: Provided further, That this limitation on transpor-20

tation research programs shall not apply to any authority 21

previously made available for obligation.

For necessary expenses for administration of motor 19

carrier safety programs and motor carrier safety research, 20

pursuant to section 104(a)(1)(B) of title 23, United States 21

Code, not to exceed $236,753,000 shall be paid in accord-22

ance with law from appropriations made available by this 23

Act and from any available take-down balances to the Fed-24

eral Motor Carrier Safety Administration, together with 25

advances and reimbursements received by the Federal 26
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Motor Carrier Safety Administration: Provided, That such 1

amounts shall be available to carry out the functions and 2

operations of the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Adminis-3

tration. 4

NATIONAL MOTOR CARRIER SAFETY PROGRAM 5

for rent in the District of Columbia; services in accordance 20

with 5 U.S.C. 3109; and the objects specified under this 21

head, all the provisions of which shall be applicable to the 22

expenditure of such funds unless otherwise specified in the 23

Act by which they are made available: Provided, That in 24

the event any functions budgeted as administrative ex-25
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penses are subsequently transferred to or paid from other 1

funds, the limitations on administrative expenses shall be 2

correspondingly reduced.

783(b)). The definitions, requirements, obligations, rights, 5

sanctions, and liabilities created by said Executive order 6

and listed statutes are incorporated into this agreement 7

and are controlling.’’: Provided, That notwithstanding the 8

preceding paragraph, a nondisclosure policy form or agree-9

ment that is to be executed by a person connected with 10

the conduct of an intelligence or intelligence-related activ-11

ity, other than an employee or officer of the United States 12

Government, may contain provisions appropriate to the 13

particular activity for which such document is to be used. 14

Such form or agreement shall, at a minimum, require that 15

the person will not disclose any classified information re-16

ceived in the course of such activity unless specifically au-17

thorized to do so by the United States Government. Such 18

nondisclosure forms shall also make it clear that they do 19

not bar disclosures to Congress or to an authorized official 20

of an executive agency or the Department of Justice that 21

are essential to reporting a substantial violation of law.

No part of any appropriation contained in 19

this or any other Act shall be used for publicity or propa-20

ganda purposes within the United States not heretofore 21

authorized by the Congress.

Unless authorized in accordance with law 23

or regulations to use such time for other purposes, an em-24

ployee of an agency shall use official time in an honest 25
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effort to perform official duties. An employee not under 1

a leave system, including a Presidential appointee exempt-2

ed under section 6301(2) of title 5, United States Code, 3

has an obligation to expend an honest effort and a reason-4

able proportion of such employee’s time in the perform-5

ance of official duties: Provided, That in this section the 6

749. (a) None of the funds made available in 7

this Act may be used to implement, administer, or enforce 8

the amendments made to section 515.565(b)(2) of title 31, 9

Code of Federal Regulations (relating to specific licenses 10

for ‘‘people-to-people’’ educational exchanges), as pub-11

lished in the Federal Register on March 24, 2003. 12

(b) The limitation in subsection (a) shall not apply 13

to the implementation, administration, or enforcement of 14

515.560(c)(3) of title 31, Code of Federal Regulations. 15
