SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Paragraph (2) of section 117(d) 5

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (defining qualified 6

‘‘(B) PERSON DESCRIBED.—A person is 24

described in this subparagraph if such person 25

is—26
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‘‘(i) the employee referred to in sub-1

paragraph (A), or 2

‘‘(ii) any person treated as an em-3

ployee (or whose use is treated as an em-4

ployee use) under the rules of section 5

132(h).’’. 6

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 7

this section shall apply to taxable years ending after the 8

date of the enactment of this Act.9
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
