SECTION 1. SOUTHWEST PASSAGE INITIATIVE FOR RE-1

GIONAL AND INTERSTATE TRANSPORTATION. 2

Section 1105(c) of the Intermodal Surface Transpor-3

tation Efficiency Act of 1991 (105 Stat. 2032) is amended 4

by adding at the end the following: 5
