intents and purposes as part of the Constitution when 6

ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the several 7

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States within seven years after the date of its submission 1

for ratification: 2

‘‘ARTICLE —3

‘‘SECTION 1. The debate upon any measure, motion, 4

or other matter pending before the Senate may not be 5

brought to a close except by unanimous consent or the 6

concurrence of three-fifths of the Senators duly chosen 7

and sworn, except on a measure or motion to amend the 8

Senate rules, in which case the necessary affirmative vote 9

shall be two-thirds of the Senators present and voting.’’.10
