(b) STAGED RATE REDUCTIONS.—Any staged reduc-11

tion of a rate of duty proclaimed by the President before 12

the date of the enactment of this Act, that— 13

(1) would take effect on or after such date of 14

enactment, and 15

(2) would, but for the amendments made by 16

subsection (a), apply to subheading 8704.90.00 of 17

the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United 18

States, 19
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applies to the corresponding rate of duty set forth in sub-1

heading 8704.90.90 of such Schedule (as added by sub-2

section (a)).

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 4

subsection (a) and (b) shall apply with respect to the arti-5

cles entered, or withdrawn from warehouse for consump-6

tion, on or after the 15th day after the date of the enact-7

ment of this Act.
