SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Honor Our Commit-2

ment to Veterans Act’’. 3

SEC. 2. FINDINGS. 4

Congress makes the following findings: 5

(1) Over 360,000 veterans have been barred 6

from receiving health care provided by the Depart-7

ment of Veterans Affairs as a result of a freeze on 8

the enrollment of veterans who are in the lowest pri-9

ority category for enrollment (referred to as ‘‘Pri-10

ority 8’’). 11

(2) Veterans with incomes as low as $25,800 12

have been barred from receiving health care from 13

the Department of Veterans Affairs by reason of the 14

freeze. 15

(3) Hundreds of thousands of veterans are re-16

turning home, or will return home, from Afghani-17

stan and Iraq and may be denied needed long-term 18

benefits due to the freeze. 19

(4) Over the next 20 years, approximately 20

847,000 veterans will be barred from receiving 21

health care from the Department of Veterans Affairs 22

if the freeze is allowed to continue. 23

(5) The average veteran whose benefits are fro-24

zen is 62.8 years old and is entering a time in life 25

when health benefits are needed most. 26
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SEC. 3. TERMINATION OF ADMINISTRATIVE FREEZE ON EN-1

ROLLMENT IN HEALTH CARE SYSTEM OF THE 2

DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS. 3

Section 1705 of title 38, United States Code, is 4

amended by adding at the end the following new sub-5

section: 6

‘‘(d) The Secretary shall administer the health care 7

enrollment system under this section so as to enroll any 8

veteran who is eligible under this section for such enroll-9

ment and who applies for such enrollment.’’.10
