SECTION 1. ADDITION OF HUMAN PAPILLOMAVIRUS VAC-3

CINES TO LIST OF TAXABLE VACCINES. 4

(a) IN GENERAL.—Paragraph (1) of section 4132(a) 5

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (defining taxable 6

vaccine) is amended by adding at the end the following 7

new subparagraph: 8
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‘‘(O) Any human papillomavirus vaccine.’’. 1

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.— 2

(1) SALES, ETC.—The amendment made by 3

subsection (a) shall apply to sales and uses on or 4

after the first day of the first month which begins 5

more than 4 weeks after the date of the enactment 6

of this Act. 7

(2) DELIVERIES.—For purposes of paragraph 8

(1) and section 4131 of the Internal Revenue Code 9

of 1986, in the case of sales on or before the effec-10

tive date described in such paragraph for which de-11

livery is made after such date, the delivery date shall 12

be considered the sale date. 13
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
